A woongx cover 1s often used to keep the meat
under the brme, but a stone cover s better.

In regard to the sewm thut our correspondent
speaks of, we say that starding pools of water,
ernther salt or fresh, will bave a scum on them.

The ocean is agitated to keep it pure, and agitation,
coupled with salt, is effectual.

Ponds have imspure water—and why 1 Ponds of
small dimensions are not agitated enough, As a
general rule, the larger the pond or lake, the purer
will be the water, and more free from scum,  Run-
ning brooks have purer water than ponds, because
w running, the water mingles with the atmosphere
—the grand purifier of all things.

Motion, in stecams of water, brings ail the full
or riley matter in contact with other matter on the
bank that has an affinity for it—so thata long brook
may run itself pure though it may have been
affected wath filthy matter ucar its source,

Agitation of the poik barrel daily, will have
the cffect of preventing the accumulation of scum
on the surface—but if this is not convenient, the
white surface may be skimmed off as often as it
rises.

It is quitc important to every family to have
good salt pork. 1tis the very cheapest meat that
we can procure—and for cooking vegelables it is
the best that is used. It nealds no butter to enrich
it—Dbut it enriches all with which it comes in con-
fact. Farmers should not fail to have a supply
of pork in the cellar. Then, if the butcher for-
gets to come, there will be sometlung for dusner.
