- The courageous owner
of that house neither fled nor submitted.  Hemet the
favorite bero of every Yankee there in his hall; he
glone against thousands and shot bim thronugh the
heart ? As a matter of course, the magnanimous
soldiery surrounded him, and backed him to pieces
with sword and bajonets, on the zpot, in his own
violated -home. But he died a deatb which em-
perors might envy, and his mewmory will live in'his-
tory, aud in the hearts of his countrymen, through-
out endless generations. Here, indeed, was cour-
age! The truc courage, thet would not yield or
gwerve before millions. He stood by his flag’; he
fell alone in defence of his hearth, and taught the
invader what goil be trod on. Apart from the suf-
ferings of our devoted countrymen in Alexandria,
the capture of the city in itself is not important.

We care not to trace the causes of the strife,
though it were mot irrevelant to do eo. But we
state a truism when we say that private ambitions,
a licentious press, and a pulptt derecrated, are the
criminnls ic this case. [t is notorious that the abuse
of those two engineg of populnr influence, the Pro-
testant * clerical- forum, and the newspaper press,
have pursed the bitterness that s fermenting now
in the American heart, and which iz ‘about to find
its vent in fraternal carnage. We state another
fact which is not 80 obvions, but which is not less
sure. If this full result be reached, and the frait
ripen, both that Preas apd that Pulpit will meet a
‘stal retribution. ' The one will have lost its liberty,
the other it influence, and the balanee will hang
even, in nccordance with an inflexible rule of com-
pensation.

The balance of the
negroes implicated have beeu whipped severely and
not legs than three of them were banished from the
country.”

The sfaves in Mississippi are said to be growing
extremely restive, and several huve been shot for at-
tempting to incite negro insarrections. All persons
holding converse with slaves are narrowly watched ;
