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3. In the event of the postponement of the Administrati'
Telegraph and Telepho 'ne Conference beyond 19541, the Administr
tive Council la authorized to exercise, after consulting the Memnbe
of the Union, the same powers as are conferred on the Administr
tive Telegraph and Telephone Conferenice by paragraphs 1 and
of this Protocol.

4. Unless and until the amalgamation of the C.C.I.T. Wil
the C.C.I.F. is decided upon and brought into effect in accordai"
with the above provisions, the Assistant Secretary-General
charge of the Telegraph and Telephone Division of the GeniU
Secretariat shall continue to accept responsibility for the fu'
tio.ning of the C.C.I.T., lu accordance with Resolution 172/CAS'5
the Administrative Couincil and in derogation fromn the provisiQl
of sub-paragraph e) of paragraph -1 of Article 7 of the ConventiWý
