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New Brunswick grows apples, strawberries, blueberries
and green vegetables, but mostly it grows potatoes.
Some end up as frozen french fries in boxes and some
get packed in barrels. These few barrels hardly suggest
the abundance, for each year Canada exports 321 million
pounds of potatoes. Certified seed potatoes from New
