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10. Subject to the code of conduct established by the Parties, and 
provided that it does not interfere with the performance of the duties 
of such panelist, a panelist may engage in other business during the 
term of the panel. 

11. While acting as a panelist, a panelist may not appear as counsel 
before another panel. 

12. With the exception of violations of protective orders or 
undertakings signed pursuant to paragraph 7, panelists shall be 
immune from suit and legal process relating to acts performed by them 
in their official capacity. 

13. The remuneration of panelists, their travel and lodging 
expenses, and all general expenses of the panel shall be borne equally 
by the Parties. Each p anelist shall keep a record and render a final 
account of his time and expenses, and the panel shall keep a record and 
render a final account of all general expenses. The Commission shall 
establish amounts of remuneration and expenses that will be paid to the 
panelists. 
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
