
The only current Section 301 case relates to Canadian interests was launched on February 6, 
1995, when the USTR initiated a Section 301 investigation against Canada based on a petition filed by 
Country Music Television (CMT). CMT had been removed by the Canadian Radio and Telecommunication 
Commission (CRTC) from the list of foreign cable services eligible for distribution in Canada. On February 
6, 1996, USTR Kantor made a determination that certain Canadian broadcasting practices are 
discriminatory. On March 6, 1996, the companies involved signed an agreement which will end this 
dispute. USTR will monitor the Canadian government's implementation of this agreement. 
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
