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Mr. CAR VELL. That includes fodder,
horses and transport. To find out the reai
inerease dn the pay af the men, ail my hion.
friend has ta- do is ta take 60,000 men and
multiply that number by 10 or 15 cents a
day. The great majority ai the men have
beau getting from 75 cents ta $1 a day
under the old system. Accarding ta his
own memorandum. my hon. friand is only
propaaîng ta increase the pay by $30,000.
Out of this $400,000, $130,000 goes ta the
cadets, $100,000 for four additlonal. days,
which. means rations, forage, horses and
everythiug aise except the pay of the men,
who get perhaps a pittance at the end.
Then there ls the training of ail the field
artillery, engineers and part of the cavalry
et Petawawa; that takes $80,000, aud that
does not go ta the men, but very largely
ta the railway campanies. Then, he is
going ta take $20,000 for a largar perman-
ent force at the Petawawa camp. I cannat
uuderstand this. I think that a force
which receives a stated. sadary ail the year
round, and a regular allowauce for rations,
horses, forage, &c., should coat about the
same no matter wvhere they are. Then you
have the magnificaut sumn of- $30,000 for
increasing the pay af the whole militi. ai
Canada. I ask, is this f air? Wauld At not
have been better ta have carried out the
policy which the late gavernment intanded
ta carry out, aud increase thae pay up ta
$1.50 a day, and be dane wlth it? My hion.
friand knows that ha is not getting auy
great number ai recruits ai the right kiud.
You cannot get the farmers' sons, wha are
the backbane ai any militia force, ta beave
the f arrn for 12 or 15 days for such smal
pay. If we are going ta get any benefit
iromn the $8,000,000 which we are speuding
on the militia, we ought ta do aomething
ta gat the very hast men af the country
traiued, and you cannot get them unleas
yau remunerate them, not sa much for
their own time, but for the wages thay must
psy for men ta take their places on the
iarms, or at their places of business. If
the mini-ster will, even at llhis late date,
gat the consent of His Excell.ency, I amn
sure ha will get the unanimaus consent of
parliament ta give $1.50 a day ta every
man who attends camp. I ho>pe ha will
take this inta cansideration.

Mr. LEMIEUX. If 1 remamber well,
same years ago Lard Strathcana made a
certain git ta the Department ai MilitiR.
or ta Canada, the abject ai 'which was the
encouragement ai drill axnong the bays at
college or in the higih schools. The money
was ta lie divided amoug the Éeveral. prov-
inces. If I remember rightly, the province
ai Nova Scotia aocepted the conditions ai
the giit. I would like ta, know from. the
hon, min istar first, if other provinces have

agree to the conditions, and, secondly,
how many boys are reporied as taking part
in the drilla, and if officers are i5ent ta drill
them. from the departmnent at Ottawa or
from the xnilitary quarters in tihe different
provinces. I would ask my hon. friend
also to take a note of a request which has.
been made ta me by one of my old electors
in the county of Gaspé, Mr. Letourneau,
of Mont Louis. He is an aid soldier who
served at the military school in Quebec
in the year 1870. If my hon. friend will
pardon me, 1 will read that part of the
letter which deals with the grant ta be
made to tihe veterans who took part in the
Fènian raid.

It is not very relevant ta the item undei
discussion, but my hon. friend (Mr.
Hughes, Victoria, Ont.) will read that por-
tion ai the letter in 'Hanserd,' and hae
m it perhaps tell me later on what he

intends to do in a similar case. Now,
hera is what this gentleman, writing ta me
on the 19th Fýebruary, from Mont-Louis,
cc.unty of Gaspé, Quebec, Ekays:

On the 9th January, 1870 I entered the
Military Soijool at Quebeo. My instruotors
wera Captain Fi'tzgerald of the 9th British
Regiment, the last regiment which hepe to
garrison Canada, Colonel flagot, and Mjor
GIagné. Colonel Bagot, who hau since died
in n ia, was the examiner and Major Gagné
who ha s aube died at Winnipeg was the
French instruetor. During that sains winter
we had the lest Fenian troubles. Colonel
Bagot expected, ta leave with bis regiment at
any moment, and hae came to the sohool and
asked for the naines -of l2hose boys who were
willing ta accompany him. Ont of 50 or 0
boys about one haîf gave their namnes, and
agreed ta join the force. I was one of those,
but very few of them are living to-day.
HoDwever the troubles having been repressed
in a very short time it was not necessary for
us to leave. Colonel Bagot came back to the
military school, and mnade a long speech to
the boys who had given their namnes, and
Major Gagné repeated this speech in French.
If rny memory serves mne right Colonel
Duschenay was then employed et the militia
office at Quebec.

The time was a littie after confedera-
tion.

The usimes of those ýwho offered their ser-
vices must have been entered somewhere in
the archives, aud it 6eems-to me that if' the
goverument is gau arecompense the
veteraus I ohould lieoof the numbar.

This gentleman explains further that he
left the achool in June 1870, and on the
first ai Septembar fallowing went ta Rorne
tc) serve as a Papal Zouave. The writer
of this letter., Mr. Louis Létaurneau, ia
therefare an aid soldier who was ready ta
serve his country, and he wants ta know if,
out of the grant that will be made ta those
wha servad in the Fenian raid, those wha
were ready to leave, but were not called
