CANADIAN FORcEs-DEDUcTIONS FROM SUB-
SISTENcE ALLOWANcES

Mr. Nowlan:
1. Are moneys withheld or deductions made fromn

the subsistence allowances of members of the armed
forces of Canada occupying homes situated on army
camps, naval establishments, nr air force stations?

2. If so, has there been any increase in the
amnounts so withheld or deducted?

3. If there has been an increase in the amounts
so withheld or deducted, when did they become
effective, and what was the amount of such increases
for each of the respective ranks of (a) the navy;
(b) the army; (c) the air force?

Mr. Blanchelie:
1. No. Members of the armed forces occupy-

ing permanent and temporary married
quarters situated in army camps, naval
establishments or air force stations and pro-
vided with rations, are not entitled to sub-
sistence allowance and therefore no moneys
are withheld nor are deductions made in
these cases. The subsistence allowance is
not intended to represent the actual cost of
quarters and rations outside of service estab-
lishments but is considered in the nature of
an allowance in lieu. Subsistence allowance
is paid only to those members of the armed
forces for whom rations and quarters are not
provided.

provinces for hospital construction in the years
1949-50?

2. What was the total amount of money paid in
old age pensions in the years 1949-50?

3. What was the total amount of money paid in
pensions for the blind in the years 1949-50?

Mr. McCusker:

1. Fiscal year 1949-50, $6,803,858.75.
Amounts expended under the national

health grants program represent only pay-
ment by the Department of National Health
and Welfare to the provinces of dlaims sub-
mitted by them covering accounts (properly
audited) which have been paid by the
provinces and for which they are entitled

to be reimbursed. Expenditures by the
Department of National Health and Welf are
do not in any way represent the amounts
actually spent by the provinces on projects
for which approval has been given by the
department. In the case of the hospital con-
struction grant, clainis by tise provinsces in
respect of approved projectýs are submitted in
four instalments, namely, upon completion
25 per cent, 50 per cent, 75 per cent and 100
per cent of construction. The period of con-
struction of nearly ail projects extends over
one or mnore fiscal years.

Note re 2 and 3 above: Amounts snown

cover pensions ipaid (both the federal share
of 75 per cent and the provincial share of
25 per cent) under the provisions of the Old
Age Pensions Act but do not include pro-
vincial supplemental allowances.
