INQUIRIES RESPECTING PROTECTION OF ARMS
AND AMMUNITION

On the orders of the day:

Right Hon. J. G. Diefenbaker (Leader of
the Opposition): Mr. Speaker, I wonder if
the minister of defence is now in a position
to give an answer to this house and disclose
the record of the various places which have
been searched under “operation disarma-
ment”. Has he that record?

Hon. Paul Hellyer (Minister of National
Defence): Mr. Speaker, I think the right hon.
gentleman might rephrase the question with
more precision. I do not know that any places
were searched; consequently there would be
no answer to the question.

Mr. Diefenbaker: That I can only designate
as a facetious and contemptuous answer. I
now have to ask for details. I ask him
whether it was under his direction that the
R.C.A.F. at Rockcliffe have had removed from
them rifles and small arms, and is it correct
that the operation took place within the last
few days. Second, has Saskatchewan become
a dangerous area—

An hon. Member: Sensitive.

Mr. Diefenbaker: —for security reasons?
Is it correct that in the province of Saskatch-
ewan 32 cadet corps as well as militia and
regular force units have had removed from
them their rifles and ammunition?

Mr. Hellyer: The answer to the first ques-
tion is yes, and the answer to the second in
so far as I know is no.

Mr. Diefenbaker: Does the minister say
that this did not happen in Saskatchewan?
Does the minister say that this operation
in Saskatchewan that I have asked about has
no foundation?

Mr. Hellyer: Not so far as I know, Mr.
Speaker, but I will certainly take this as
notice and look into it.

Mr. R. E. Forbes (Dauphin): A supple-
mentary question, Mr. Speaker. In view of
the removal of the small arms from the
