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Retwn to an Order of The House of the 11th ult. ; for copies ot all correspon­
dence, Reports, &c., relative to proposed improvement at Morpeth Harbour on Lake 
Erie; with Statement of appropriations made for such improvements, and of 
contributed by private subscriptions, or by the Township of Howard, or any part 
thereof, towards such improvements ; shewing what disposition has been made of 
any funds so appropriated or contributed.

Return to an Order of The House of the 2nd ult. ; for a Return shewing all 
paid to defray expenses of the late Elections to this House, in the different Electoral 
Districts, throughout the Dominion ; shewing the Returning Officers and Deputy 
Returning Officers to whom the same were paid, and distinguishing the different 
services for which the same were allowed.

The amendments made by the Senate to the Bill No. 105 for granting certain 
powers to the Canadian Electric Light Company, were taken into consideration, and 
concurred in.

Mr. Bowell introduced a Bill No. 143 to extend to British Columbia the Act relat­
ing to fishing by Foreign Vessels; which was read the first and a second time, con­
sidered in Committee of the Whole, reported, read a third time, and passed.

The Bill No. 138 to provide for advances to be made by the Government of 
Canada to The St. John Bridge and Railway Extension Company, was read the second 
time, considered in Committee of the Whole, and reported.

And the question being put, that the Bill be now read a third time;
Mr. Blake moved in amendment thereto, that the Bill be ro-committod to a Com­

mittee of the Whole, to amend it by providing that the advance to be made by the 
Government, shall be a first charge on the undertaking; that the tolls to be charged 
shall be equal to all Companies and persons using the Bridge; that all persons and 
Companies shall have equal rights of user, without any preference or advantage to 
any one over any other ; that the tariff and tolls and the regulations for the user of 
the Bridge shall be subject to the approval of, and to revision by the Governor in 
Council ;—which was negatived on a division.

The Bill was then read a third time, and passed.
Sir Leonard Tilley moved, that the Bill No. 91 from the Senate, intituled : “ An 

Act to amend and consolidate the Acts relating to the Superannuation of persons 
employed in the Civil Service of Canada,” be now read a third time.

Mr. Ross (Middlesex) moved in amendment thereto, that the Bill be re-cornmittod 
to a Committee of the Whole, to amend the same, so as to provide (with due regard 
to the rights of those who have been already admitted to the Superannuation List) 
for the abolition of the present system, and the substitution of a plan whereby a 
percentage of the salary of each Civil Servant shall be retained, and placed to his 
credit, and shall be payable to him with interest on his quitting the service, or to his 
family in case of his death in the service ;—which was negatived on the following 
division :—
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
