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In justice to Mrs. Hoodie, it is right to state that

being still resident in the far-west of Canada, she

has not been able to superintend this work whilst

passing through the press. From this circumstance

some verbal mistakes and oversights may have

occurred, but the greatest care has been taken

to avoid them.

Although well known as an authoress in Canada,

and a member of a family which has enriched

English literature with works of very high popularity,

Mrs. Moodie is chiefly remembered in this country

by a volume of Poems published in 1831, under her

maiden name of Susanna Strickland. During the

rebellion in Canada, her loyal lyrics, prompted by

strong aflection for her native country, were cir-

culated and sung throughout the colony, and pro-

duced a great effect in rousing an enthusiastic

feeling in favour of law and order. Another of her

lyrical compositions, the charming Sleigh Song,

printed in the present work, vol. i. p. 147, has been

extremely popular in Canada.
