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fall or spring ploughing is practised, sufficient surface cultivation must 
be given to place the furrow slice firmly in contact with the subsoil. Other­
wise the moisture in the latter will not rise to meet the needs of the crop. 
Thin seeding produces a larger crop but a later one in dry regions. The 
fertility of the soils in dry regions must be maintained, else with its depletion 
more moisture will be necessary to produce the same growth.
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
