'HATTERS’ CASE DECISION
BLOW TO LABOR CAUSE

Union Found to Have Iustituted
Unlawful Boycott Against
Company.

NEW YORK, Dec. 18.—(Can. Press)
—The United States court of appeals
today decided the famous Danbury
Hatters case in f.vor of D. E. Loewe &
Co., the plaintiffs, and against the
United Hatters of North America. The
court affirmed a judgment in favor of
Mr. Loewe and against the Hatters’
organization for $252,130.

‘With interest and costs, the judgment
now amounts to $272,000. At the first
trial, held in 1909, the plaintiffs obtain-
ed a judgment for $232,240.

It was shown at the trial that in
March, 1901, the United Hatters had
resolved to uniongze the factory of the
plaintiffs, and tt8J Mr. Loewe hdd been
informed by the union officials that the
Hatters “would resort to the wusual
methods” in case their plans met with
opposition. On Ju.y 5, 1902, the plain-
tiffs’ employes were directed to go on
strike, and it is cla.med that almost
immediately & boycott was establish-
ed. The plaintiffs assert that this
measure “converted a profit of $27,000
in 1901 into losses ranging from $17,000
in 1902 to $3000 in 1904.”

“I  would = recommend that- the
gentleman appo'nted over the depart-
ment should at once proceed with the
settling up of all unsettled contracts,
using in such settlement the evidence
given in this investigation..

A Poor System.

“I find” from the evidence that Mr.
Bishov. the sunerintendent of buildings,
entirely depended on A. D. Waste, t
archi ect of the department, and his
sbordinates for the proper drawing of

plans and specifications, superin
o{ buildings and repairs and the keep-
ing of all accounts in connection there-
with and that he permitted Mr. Waste
to attend to the building and repair ac-
cwinte of the demariment, that he was
consulted from time to time in connec-
tion with various matters, but that he
invariably left the whole matter in the
bands of Mr. Waste. I “ind that My,
Whas e uced no business methods in econ~
nection with his office and that instead
of having bocks and accounts to repre-
sent his transactions, he keot the greater
nortion of thém in his head. There
very few inspections made by Mr., Waste
or by inspectors in connection with the
erec ion of bnildings or” alteration ac-
crun‘s, of which any note was taken;
thiz* in connection with the radiation I
find rlici» was no eystem followed iIn
checking up the quantities: that in real-
itv matters were aliowed to drift and
take care of themselves until get
were nres<ed, when the evidence shows
the contractor had very much his own
way in settling matters. In my opinfon
the work was much greater than what
either Mr. Bishop or Mr. Waste could
proverly attend to, and no business sys-
tem was adopted in connection with the
same
‘“The members of the
mittee have been constantly i‘nored *u
connection with. the changing of spect
cations, ordering of alterations, extras
and settlmnents of accounts for same,
which resul'ed in large sums being paid
hy the board. The bvlsw under which
Mr RBishen was spnointed with refererce
tto such matters has become a dead let-
er.

- Tenders a Farce,

“From the evidence produced I find
that Mr, Waste in seek'ng “or tenders
for the heating ‘and wventilation of the
4 £ ren* e heo's did not trea’ all ten-
derers allke. While specifying a ceruun
oot of rediation nine. covering and
other material as being required, certain
eonfractors who tend-red and obtained
the centracts were not reouired to carry
0t the e gnecificetions. The con‘ractors
were lmited at firs: to ore firm only,
»amrly, the Fred. Armstrong Company.
Subseauently J. Seager, who had
the arss’stance of an ex-emnloye of the
Wrad Armetrong Comnany, alzo tendered,
kn"-wing that the amount of piping, eﬁa,

nerficd won'd not be reouired “o be in-
stal'led, cbtained some contracts. After-
wards Keith and Fitzsimmons (gic) aleo
recertained the fa~t thru thefr foreman,
Robert Jordan, that the amount of ragms.
tinn &pec 1 in the specificatinrng would
no‘. b= ‘red. and the tenders wese
svbrequer limited to these three %irms,
AV other tenderers who tendered hon-
estly. In the belief that whatever wag
