THE DAY'S EVENTS REVIEWED

Two events marked the battle In
northern France yesterday, the reach-
ing of the Marne by the Germans, and
the driving of the French back to the
southern banks of the Oise and the
Allette Rivers. The attack on the
Aflette, which extends from the
Chemin des Dames to Noyon, is a
sequel to the advance from the
Chemin des Dames. This left the
French ftines to the west in an awk-
ward salient, and the.enemy attempt-
ed to flatten it, but the French re-
tired in time to escape disaster.  On
the Marne, or in the centre, the Ger-
mans hold the left bank on a front of
ten miles, and they are trying to
widen their f:qm there by attacking
Chateau Thierry. They gained some
ground near Chateau Thierry in
furious assaulfs, West and south of
Solesons the Germans made their
principal-efforts, and fajled. They also
falled to reach Rheims on the allied
extreme right, but the allied position
uthmnuwuvudthuthoyw
have to surrender Rheims.

A careful survey of

that the French conceded the enemy
an advance to the Marne in the cen-
tre and fell back before it with a
minimum of resistance. It was only
