He was one of the first
here with tidings of
_the great disaster which has  be-
fallen that city and the magnitude
of that disaster remains to be told, be-
cause of his endeavors to rench home. Af-
ter remaining thru the hurricane of sSator-
" day, he departed from Galveston on &
: schooner, and came across the bay to Mor-
gan's Polnt, where he caught a train for
Housten, The hurricane, Mr. Timmins
sald, was the worst ever known,
An Awful Affair,
The estimate made by citizens of Galves-
" ton was that 4000 houses, most of them
tesidences, have been destroyed, and that
at least 1000 people have been drowned,
kllled or missing.

Some business houses were also destroyed,
put most of them stood, tho badly dam-
aged.

Galveston a Complete Wreck.

Principal Street Wrecked,

Hospitals' Destroyved,

It was reported that the Orphan Asylum
and both the hospitals were destroyed, and
if this proves true the loss of life will be
great, as these Institutions were generally
crowded, and as they were substantial
bulldings  the chances are that many had
taken refuge in them.

The water extended across the Island.
Mr. Timmins said it was three feet deep in
the rotunda of the Tremont Hotel, and
was six feet deep in Market-square,

Damage on the Water Front.

Along the water front the damage was
very great. 'The roofs had ‘been  Dbiown
from ajl the elevators, and the,sheds along
the wharves were elther wrecked or had
lost thelr sides and were of no protection
to the contents.

Sailing Craft Wrecked,

Most of the small salling cralt were
wrecked, ‘and were ‘elther piled up_on the
wharves or floating bottom-side up in the
bay. ‘There fs a' small steamship ashore
three milés north of Pelcan siang, but
Mr. Timmins counld nat distiuguish  her
name.

Rescued Two Sailors,

Scenes Were Indescribable,

tune. They were grouped about the stair-
ways, and in the galleries and rooms ,ot
the hotel.

Galveston Entirely Submerged

The city of (Galveston, he says, is now en-
tirely submerged and cut off from communi-
cation. The boats are gone; the railroads
cannot be operated and the water is so
high people cannot walk out by way of
the bridge across the bay, even should
that bridge be standing.

Provisions Needed.

Provisions will be badly needed, as a
great majority of the people lost all they
had. The waterworks powerhouse was
wrecked and a water famine Is threatened,
as the cisterns were all ruined by the over.
flow of Balt water, This Mr, Timmins
regards as the most serious problem fo De
faced now, The city is in darkness, the
electric plant having been/ ruined, 'T'here
is no way of estimating the property dam-
age at present.

East End of Galveston Wiped Out,

80 far as he could see or hear, Mr. Tim-
mins says the east end portion of the city,
which is the resldence district, has been
practically wiped out of existence. On the
west end, which faces the gulf on another
portion of the Island, much havee was
Jdone, The beach has been ‘swept clean,
the bath houses are destroyed and many

Santa Fe Train Wrecked,

The Santa Fe ‘train which left here at
7.55 Saturday night was wrecked at a
point about two mlles north of Alvin. Mrs.
