In regard to the amusement features of 
the Exhibition (which we regard as both 
legitimate and helpful if carefully manag­
ed and kept within bounds), it is quite 
evident that a great deal of money has 
been expended upon the grand stand and 
Its accessories.

In the Agricultural Department much 
money has been also expended, and dur­
ing the past few years the buildings for 
the housing of live stock, such as horses, 
cattle, sheep and swine, have been com­
pletely rebuilt, and to-day are fully equal 
to those used for a similar purpose at 
any of .the great world's fairs held on this 
continent. It should be also noted that in 
this department the association offers the 
largest amount of money prizes of any an­
nual exhibition on the continent of Ameri­
ca, and in these two facts we find the 
reason why the agricultural portion of 
Toronto's great fair is not only as large 
bnt of os high quality ns the same de­
partment of any of the great world’s fairs.

When we turn to the Departments of 
Arts and Manufactures, however, we find 
that (with the exception of the Machinery 
Hall, recently rebuilt on account of fire), 
the buildings in use are those which were 
erected 23 years ago. when the enterprise 
was first Inaugurated, 
buildings have fallen into such a state of 
disrepair that few exhibitors of valuable 
goods will take the risk of showing In 
them.

The managers of the Gothenburg drinking 
places are salaried officials of the Bolag, 
or licensing company, and they have no 
pecuniary interest In increasing the sale of 
intoxicating liquor. The principle underly­
ing the methods of the Public House Trust 
in Glasgow is substantially the same, it 
is the elimination bf prhfote profit from 
the sale of liquor. The managers of the 
trust public houses will be paid fixed sal­
aries, and will not be allowed to receive 
commissions on sales. As with the Goth­
enburg saloonkeepers, their private gains 
will be derived from the sale of food, min­
eral waters, non-intoxicants and other re­
freshments. Self-interest will require or­
derly conduct of the saloons and repression 
of excessive drinking. They will have no 
motive for cheating customers-In the qual­
ity of liquor, or for Inducing them to drink 
more than they ought to. Drinking on 
credit and pawn tickets will be prohibited. 
The sale of intoxicants.will be a secondary 
consideration, and the drink seller will be 
an advocate of moderate in place of exces­
sive drinking.

The trust is organized as a limited lia­
bility company. In its prospectus the 
trust agrees to pay the surplus earnings, 
after 4 per cent, has been reserved, to 
trustees,to be expended for the public bene­
fit, “with special regard to fostering coun­
ter-attractions to the public house and en­
couraging rational recreation and enter­
tainment.’’ The trustees will be debarred 
from applying any of the surplus to the 
direct relief of the rates; but they will be 
empowered to pay over a part or the whole 
of the profits into the national exchequer 
if they deem expedient. As yet the trust 
has not succeeded in obtaining a license 
to carry on the liquor traffic according to 
Its system, but the opposition to the publi­
cans’ monopoly is so strong thruout the 
city that it is probable that the experiment 
of reforming the public houses in this prac­
tical way will be tried before long. ,

They were
PROPOSED ABOLITION OF FEES IN 

JUNIOR HIGH SCHOOL FORMS.
If the recommendation of the committee 

of the Collegiate institute Board, to abol­
ish the fees of the junior form, meets 
with the approval of the board at its nest 
meeting, there will be a great stirring up 
of educational matters in ^Toronto during 
the coming year.

The object of the move Is to bring High 
School pupils Into those schools as soon 
as they can come. This has not been the 
course In the past. Pupils who have pass­
ed, or could have passed, the entrance 
examination, demanded by the authorities 
before they can enter the High School, 
are often kept at the Public School, in or­
der that they may bring glory to their 
old school and honor to its head master, 
by passing what is known as the Public 
School leaving examination.

To "those entering the High School this 
certificate was worthless, except that It 
compelled the High School head master 
to place these pupils In a higher form than 
they should have entered. It Is claimed 
that this causes great annoyance to the 
High School staff, and this trouble will be 
one of the many that the proposed scheme 
will put an end to.

If the proposal be adopted, pupils who 
intend to enter the High Schools of To­
ronto will, as soon as they can pass the 
"entrance,” proceed onward, as they will 
have no fees to face, and as they can com­
mence the study of Latin, French, Euclid, 
Algebra and other subjects under special 
and more competent teachers.

This will practically kill the fifth book 
classes in the Public Schools, and thereby 
provide accommodation for the many chil­
dren who are clamoring for entrance. 
There possibly would he a few fifth book 
classes preserved for the benefit of a fa­
vored few, wno would desire to use them 
ere they proceed to trade or business. -
