Englehart is Safe.

Reassuring advices come from
Englehart, Fire, which approached
within half u mile of the town last
night, is tonight * reported to have
burned itself out, much to the relief
of the inhabitants, and of numbers of
refugees from Matheson and other
stricken areas. A fresh outbreak at
Shillington, in the district around
Matheson, is reported, but it is con-
fidently believed that it canmot spread
far, as the section has heen .almost
denuded . of trees and undergrowth,
and there remains little for the flames
to feed upon.

The Porcupine district has thus far
¢soaped, but the inhabitants are keep-
ing & watchful eye upon the course of
the fires raging about 20 miles from
Jacksonboro, as a shifting of the wind
might head the conflagration toward
I’orcupine.

RUSSIANS BEAT TURKS
ON ROAD TO DIARBEKR

Capture Strong Position Near Omgit Between Mush and
Mamakhatun—Take Many Prisoners and Are Con--
tinuing Attacks to Clear Way for Advance

PETROGRAD, Aug. 8.—~Capture of
strong Turkish defensive positions
near Omegit, betwecen Mush and
Mamakhatun, on the road to Diar-
bekr, is announced in an official war
office communication issued today.
Russians are continuing to attack the
Turks in this region and many prison-
ers are being brought in. On the
western battlefront the Russians are
engaged in a/desperate battle with the
Germans on fhe Stokhgd near the Vil-
lages of Dubeschovo and Gulevitchie.
The following is the Russian official

communication:
-~ “On the Stokhod desperate fighting
'is proceeding near_ the Villages of
Dubeschovo and Gulevitchie. During
the fighting on the River Sereth, near
Gorodisch, about 14 miles above Tar-
nopol, the gallant regimental com-
mander, Col. Goronoff, was wounded.
