Easily the most encouraging resulis
for the present year to date are shown in
the  recapitulation of last week’s busi-
ness on the Montreal Stock Exchange.
Out of thirty-elrsht stocks to furnish
trading in upward of 150 shares, no less
than twenty-seven scored net gains rang-
ing from a fraction te eight points. Only
eight issues declined, the greatest net
loss being two points. Three issues re-
mained unchanged from their previous
close., After getting off to a bad start on
Monday with the smallest volume of
trading in two years, by reason of a
holiday at New York and the consequent
drying up of trading locally, last week's
trading picked up to close with nearly
nine thousand shares more than the pre-
vious week. ‘Total sales “last week
amounted to 29,247 shares as compared
with 20,402 shares the previous week,

ago.

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FNANCIAL * LOOK FOR PEACE

BUTBE PREPARED

Lieut. Col. G. Forster of the
War Office Speaks on
World Conditions— Noth-
ing Threatening.

(Montreal Gazette.)

Oliver Cromwell’s aphorism to the
English troops, “Put your trust in God,
but keep your powder dry,” or, trans-
lated into modern advice to officers,
watch events so as to provide against
trouble in the future, was the underlying
idea of an address given yesterday after-
noon to the officers of the Montreal Gar-
rison, at the Grenadier Guards’ Armory,
by Lt.~Col. G. Forster, C. M. G, D. S. O,
Royal Engineers, G. S. O. L, to the Di-
rectors of Military Operations at the
War Office; and one of the military ar-
visers to the British Delegation at the

Washington Conference. Lt.-Col. Forster, '

in his address, took his hearers on a
quick trip around the world, especially
dealing with the near East, India and
other trouble spots, although it seemed
from his remarks that almost every part
of the world was a trouble centre, and
that despite the ‘efforts of peace confer-
ences there was anything in the world
but peace, so that it behooved all mili-
tary men to keep their organizations in
shape for whatever might happen,
There was an attendance of about two

hundred officers, both overseas and home |

staffs, to hear Lt.-Col. Forster’s address,
and his analysts of the world situation
was given careful attention, and warmly
applaured at its cenclusion.

The chair at the meeting was taken by
Brig.-General C. J, Armstrong, G. O. C,,
who was attended by Lieut.-Col. R. O.
Alexander, and Lt.-Col. R. Thackray,
General Armstrong introducing 4.t.-Col.
Forster with a brief address, mention-
ing the distinguished services rendered
by Lt.-Col. Forster, voth in the South
Affican campaign ind the Great War,
as well as with the war office, since the
armistice. ; .

In his address, Lt.-Col. Forster mainly
confined his talk to military subjects,
taking his hearers all- over the world,
with analysis of the varying conditions
that existed, especlally as political condi-
tions might affect the military situation.

Dealing with the various .danger spots,
Lt.-Col. Forster somewhat discounted the
talk of the yellow pemi, since several of
the so-called yellow races had taken an
active part in the war, while the possi-
bility of a real yellow peril was largely
discounted by the fact that the two
great yellow races of the Orient by no
means agreed.

Passing. thence to India, Lt.-Col. For-
ster discussed the. state of affairs there,
remarking that the British had a mag-
nificent force of 60,000 troops in India,

84% 5o trained and distributed that if the

military were told to take India under
their control they would be in position
_to do so without any-dislocation.

As to the Poplah agitation, Lt.-Col.
Forster said it was a century old and
thad recently been largely conducted by
paid agitators, with the result that in-
stead of developing ‘into an agitation
against the whites it had become an in-
ternecine conflict against the Hindus.

CANNOT INSURE
STARS REPUTATON

, ;
' All Other Contingencies Ap-
pear to be Provided For—
Insurance Covers a Wide
Field.

(Mail and Empire.)
“If the film corporations could only

insure the reputations of such stars as

Fatty Arbickle and Mary Miles Minter,
it would be a good thing,” said C. P.
Muckle, secretary-treasurer of the Iix-
celsior Life Insurance Company, last
night, in addressing the Insurance In-
stitute of Toronto in the Board of Trade
dining rooms at the February meeting
of the institute, on “Nature of Life In-
surance—Its Basic Principles and Uses.”

Mr. Muckle was speaking about the
recent negotiations by a film company
for $5,000,000 insurance on the life of one
of its stars, in order to prevent loss to
the company in case death occurred.

In speaking of the principles, he en-
larged upon the benefits of group insur-
ance, its safegmards and elimination of
risks, as well as the methods employed.
His address was chiefly for those stud-
ents fitting themselves for examinations,
and it contained only the simple facts
about the various forms of insurance in
vogue, | S

1t was a common practice, said he, for
firms to insure the life of one of its mem-
bers that,’ on his death, his part of the
capital could be paid and the'firm con-
tinue. Endowment policies were also
taken out by firms wishing to float a
bond issue that the two might come due
together. Business or commercial insur-'
ance had in the last decade assumed
large vroportions for the protection of
esgedslly international firms .
| Insurance was taken out for the edu-
'cation of the child, a marriage dower, a
fund for a yoling man in business, pro-
vision for old age, protection of the fam-
ily depending upon the husband as
wage-earper and many other reasons.
‘ Managers of Paderewski or Mary Pick-
ford were certainly an enormous asset in
the success of the artists, and for that
reason were generally heavily insured.
