Eight Hour Day, Fixed Minimum Pay,
Extra for Overtime

Toronto, March 6—The initial steps
were taken last night to form a domes-
tic workers’ union along regular labor
union lines at a meeting in the Labor
Temple, held under the auspices of the
Women’s Labor League and attended by
more than 100 parlor maids, cooks, house
maids and ladies’ maids.

They want an eight hour working day
whether the maid “lives in” or “lives
out,” with a minimum wage of $15 a
week for those “living out,” and a mini-
mum of $30 a month for those “living in;”

to be paid weekly. It is rumored that
there will be clauses introduced covering
afternoons and nights off, the entertain-
ment of friends, living accommodations
and sanitary provisions to be made for
those “living in.”

Wireless Refers to - Threat by
Marshal Foch's Representative

London, March 6—A German wireless
message picked up here alludes to a
“threat” made by General N udant, Mar-
shal Foch’s representative on the Joint
armistice commission at Spa, because the
Germans have failed to turn over to the
Al.lxes industrial and agricultural ma-
chinery.
