.fact that on the Halifax schedule were 
listed several sailings of the new Allan 
liners, both the Alsatian and Calgairian, 
ships of twenty knot speed, and capable 
of making an effective reduction of the 
time between Liverpool and Halifax.

It is now announced that the Calgari­
an, scheduled for February 28, is cancel­
led and as a substitute for her the Hes­
perian a liner capable at her maximum 
of only fifteen knots will Aake that sail­
ing on the schedule.

The Calgarian at the longest would 
have made the voyage in six days—the 
Hesperian is an eight day boat. The 
worst aspect of the re-arranged sched­
ule is the fact that for the remainder of 
the season, St. John, for which port 
there are scheduled at least twelve more 
mail boats, will receive the fleetest boats 
on the Canada routes, namely the Vic­
torian and Virginian, both eighteen knot 
turblners, and the Royal Edward and 
Royal George, both twenty knot ships.

The unfair position in which Halifax 
is placed in the competition now on be­
tween this port and St. John is readily 
seen, when it is realized that the Can­
adian mails to this port are to be con­
veyed by* a fifteen knot boat and those 
to be landed at St. John by eighteen 
and twenty knot -steamers.
