that their investigations show that the as-
sassination of Premier Canalejas was the
result of a plot arranged in Havana during
a recent meeting of international anarch-
ists. ' It was intended to throw a bomb at
the ministerial bench during the sitting of
the Cortes.

Manuel Pardinas drew the lot to exe-
cute the design. Apparently he was most
unwilling and, knowing that he 'was watch-
ed by other anarchists, he did his utmose
to have himself arrested. Finding that this
was vain, he decided to kill the Spanish
premier, 8o as not to be killed by his, com-
!rades, and, failing to escape, he commit-
ted suicide.
