CAMPAING IN THE YOSEMITE

The. Pleasant Experience of a
Party 'of Young Women

(Washington Post)

“One of the pleasantest outings of my
life was taken with three women friends
three summers ago, and this year I'm go-
ing to try to repeat it with my husband.”

declared a young western woman who'!

eighteen months ago married a lawyer and
came to live in the east.

“I had been out of college four years,
spent one taking a trip around the world

two travelling in Europe and then decided .

1t Mgt Le well L0 leurn s0il€uuilyg Of
the country of my birth. As I am a na-
tive of California. 1 thought it would be
nice to begin at home and work outward.
‘Lhe Yosemite Valley being about the most
famous section of my state, I had been
asked about it time and time again on
my travels. At first I told the truth, that
t had never even seen the falls; then, as
people more and more showed their as-
tomshment I began to hedge, and reply

finding out that 1 hadn’t been there. 1
determined that my efforts to know my
own country should begin in the Yose-
mite,

“Of the three college girls I
go with me, one was a girl who was earn-
ing her own living. If 1 had dared 1 would
have invited her as my guest,-but, know-
ing that such would mean a refusal 1
let it be understood that we were going
in for the simple life and we would spend
only what was necessary.. W rented a
camping outfit and did our own cooking
and took many tramps instead of hiring
horses for the entire time we expected to
be there. For the success of the trip 1
can say we went intending to remain a
week or ten days and stayed a month, the
entire thirty-one days in August.

“By writing ahead we engaged two dou-
ble-camping outfits at the cost of $7 a
week each. By double camping outfits I
mean outfits for two persons, As we
stayed on each week we had to renew our
rent at the same rate. The foodstuffs,
which consisted of the best eggs, milk,
butter, fresh meats, chickens and dry gro-
eries to be had at the one butcher and
general store in the village, and the few
iresh vegetables. which we occasionally
could get of the Indians, cost about $1.50
each a week. Ag ‘the girl whose pocket-
book we had to consider could afford
about $8 a week,, you can see how much
we had left for hiring horses and for our
laundry.

“Though we always had riding horses
for the longest trails and Jaundry when
necessary or at ‘all desirable, there was
alivays a good margin left of the $8 al-
lowance.

“Firearms are not allowed in the Yose-
mite, and trapping and hunting are also

. forbidden, but fishing is permitted, and

we often joined with other campers in
following up the mountain streams with
good success. The largest catch I made
that summer wasia three-pound “trout.

“We could have lowered our  expendi-
tures materially had we cared to walk
more, as all the trails are open to pedes-
trians and are well kept and in good or-
der for climbing. As it was we walked
all we cared to, and took horses when-
ever the gpirit or the weakness of our
limbs impelled us to do so. Horses are to
be hired by the trip, week or month, and
the cost is really very moderate.”
