Warsaw, Feb. 19—News from the 
neutral zone between Poland and Lith­
uania is alarming. Government Polish 
police and troops occupying the part of( 
zone assigned to Poland by the League 
of Nations have met with opposition 
from Lithuanian partisans. Yesterday’s 
reports are that regular Lithuanian 
troops are participating in the opposi­
tion. It is said dozens of persons were 1 
killed and hundreds wounded.

Warsaw, Feb. 19—Fresh attacks by 
the Lithuanians are reported here to­
day. It is also said that the class of 
1922 has been mobilized in Lithuania.

Dusseldorf, Feb, 19—Dr. Gruetsnq1, 
President of the Province of Dusseldorf 
and Rhennish Prussia, was expelled 
from the occupied area yesterday by 
orders of Gen. Dégoutté on the charge 
of having written what was thought 
to be an impertient letter to Gen, 
Beaussin, the Bclglto commander of the 
Duisburg district.

Dusseldorf, Feb. 19—A new order is­
sued by the inter-allied high commis­
sion in the Rhineland gives German 
customs officials in the territory until 
tomorrow to decide whether they w$t 
accept an offer of re-engagement by the 
French or "be dismissed.

made known to the Prime Minister in 
a letter from Premier John Oliver be­
fore his departure from the capital. At 
the request of the head of the Federal 
Government the Privy Council’s hearing 
of the appeal of British Columbia 
against the freight rates made effective 
last July by thé Dominion Board of

London, Feb. 19—The government 

today feces its first important trial of 
strength of the new session against 
the united opposition parties in the 
House of Commons. The test is in the 
form of the joint amendment to the 
address in reply to the speech from the 
throne, calling upon the League of 
Nations to appoint experts to examine- 
into Germany’s capacity to pay repara­
tions and how payments can best be 
made. The amendment declares “that 
in view of the recent indication of 
willingless on the part of the govern­
ment of the U. S. to participate in a 
conference to this end, the British 
representative on the council of the 
League of Nations should be instructed 
to urge that an invitation be extended 
to the U. S. Government to appoint ex­
perts to serve upon this comdtission.”

The amendment is to be pressed 
energetically by opposition speakers 
and h»» the support of the Labor party, 
as well as the Asquithian and Lloyd 
George Liberals.

The government has no reason to fear 
defeat on the question, but it has given 
evidence that it recognizes the Im­
portance of its position by issuing a 
Strong reminder to its followers that 
an amendment to the address is equiva­
lent of the British attitude toward (he 
French request for use of the railroad 
lines in the Cologne area is intimately 
connected with the question of amend­
ments.

Popular feeling here with reference to 
allowing France to use the British 
Rhineland zone is not unanimous and a 
very strong section opposes such a step. 
There is also emphatic protest against 
a suggestion mooted in some quarters 
that, in the event of the German rail- 
waymen in the Cologne area striking 
British workers be sent to take tifcir 
places.

Blazing Brooklyn Tene­
ment — Baby Burned to 
Death in Crib.

New York, Feb. 19.—Four negroes— 
a grandmother, daughter and two 
sons—were' killed in a Brooklyn tene­
ment fire early today, and a little girl 
was killed in another tenement fire, 
bringing to 31 the total of fire fatali­
ties in greater New York for a twenty- 
four hour period.

The Brooklyn fire was the fifth of 
a series of blazes that started with the 
death of twenty-five at the Manhattan 
State Hospital for the insane on Ward’s 
Island. Thfe twenty-sixth victim was a 
woman who dropped dead from heart 
disease at a fire in her Bronx home.

Mrs. Anna Webb, her daughter and 
the latter’s two boys, six months and 
ten years old, were today’s victims. 
They died in their apartment home 
while the children’s father, who was 
seriously hurt, attempted to lead police 
to the rescue. Three policemen were 
badly burned.

Three j-ear old Rose Carmino lost 
her life when fire swept a five story 
tenement on the upper east side early 
today. Her charred body was found in 
a crib after the blaze had been extin­
guished. Three other occupants of the 
building were injured and taken to 
hospitals.

EX-SOLQIER DIES

London, Feb/ 19—(Canadian Press) 
—An appeal in the case of Brooks- 
Bidlake and Whittall, Ltd, against the 
Attorney-General of British Columbia, 
was dismissed by the judicial com­
mittee of the Privy Council today.
