AFTER TEN YEARS.

The Affairs of the Late Samuel Mc¢Nutt
Finally Setfled.

Samuel  McNutt, a Nanaimo miner,
was dmowned while on his way from
Vietoria. to Tacoma on the steamer North
Pacifig in ‘August, 1883, and his estate
has just been settled by F. B. Gregory
of the firm of Belyea & Gregory, who
was appointed administrater O0f the es-
tate of the deceased. The principal prop-
erty belonging to the deceased was $4,-
000, which has been in the provinecial
treasury for over ten years. Mr. Greg-
ory has succeeded in obtaining the
money for the heirs, who live in- Neaw
.Brunswick.

In August, 1883, McNutt, who wis
suffering from a mild form of insanify,
was sent from Nanaimo on.one 0of the
steamers then running, with a note from
a ‘friend to the superintendent of po-
vincial police.  “Theswriter of = the note
requested the superintendent to care for
McNutt and see that he was sent 1o
his home in New Brunswick. The nnte
stated that the mam had $4,uvV in-nis
possession. ‘The superintendent, wh-n
the deceased came to his office, inducad
him to. place the $4,000 in the =zafe.
Thinking that McNutt was able to care
for himself and would not leave the city
without the money the superintendent
allowed him to walk around. Anxiety
was beginning to be felt for him when
the mnews reached Victoria that he had’
been drowned on his way to Tacoma. Tt
was afterwards learned that he hud
. money secreted in his clothing in addi-
tion to the $4.000..he had deposited in
the superintendent’s safe, ~ After Me-
. Nutt’'s death the $4,000 was placel .n
the provimcial treasury, and not until
last year was a claimant found for it.

_ The claimant was Thomas Nutt of No-
va Scotia, who placed the matter in the
hands of Mr. ‘Gregory, with the resu.s
as related.

Business Transacted at the W. C. T. U.

Convention Yesterday and To-Day.

The first business taken np at ves-
terday afternoon’s session of the W. C.
T. U. convention was the election of
Mrs. Hunter of Victoria as an honorary
member and the admittance of Mrs.
Ross of New Westminster as a dele-
Zate.

The president’s address referred to the
work being done and the work still to

* be done. It stated that the church to-
day holds the balance of power; that
much good has been accomplished and
is to be done by the advanced prohibitibn
clubs mow being formed throughout the
Dominion, and which constitute, in re-
ality, the thin edge. of the prohibition
wedge; that, in order to accompiish the
ends of the W. C. T. U. woman must
possess all the rigits of the franchise,
and exercise them; it is useless to pray
“Thy kingdom come’” and vote contra or
stay away from the polls; that the Loyal
Legion is accomplishing a ‘great work
for temperamnce, and that special effort
must be made to ‘2ducate the young for
prohibition.

The constitution was amended alter-
ing the fiscal year, which will hereafter
terminate on July 15th, so that the an-
“nual convention can be held in August.

The Westminster delegates reported
that in that city temperance education
had been made obligatory by the school
board, a text book, “The Pathfinder,”
being in use. It was decided dt the
next election for school trustees to sup-
port only such candidates as pledged
themselves to follow the example of
the Westminster board.

THE - EXECUTIVES ~ REPLY,
The égvemment Does - Not Agree With
the Labor Delegates.

RESOLUTIONS"PASSED AT CONFERENCE

The Government.Emphatically Decline
to Entertain the First Clauses of the
Resolution—‘“Agy Variance With the
Firat Principles of Justice.’’

Hon. Theo Davie and Hon. Col. Baker
last evening presented the government’s
answer: to the resolutionsipassed by the
labor delegates to & committee appointed -
by the delegates to Teceive it. The com-
mittee was posed of Thos. Howell,
Victoria, and” George Gagen, Vancouver,
The meeting took place in the office of
A. B. Gray, the deputy commissioner of
labor statisties.

Hon. Theo. Davie, before announcing
the decision of the executive, said he
wished to refer to the Question of the
admission of the press to the conference,
He took the position that more interest
would be takeni n the business if the
press was not admitted, but, complying
with the desire of the delegates, he sent
messengers for the reporters of the two
papers. . The messenger succeeded in
finding the: Colonist reporter, but éould
not find. the Times reporter. It was then
decided not to admit the representative
of the one paper in the absence of the
representative of the other paper.

Hon. Mr. Davie then read the decision
of the executive:

‘“The executive council has taken.into
consideration the following resolutions
passed by delegates from the greater
uumber of trades unions in the province,
who assembled at the board of trade
rooms, Viectoria, on. Saturday, the 25th,
inst., in response to an invitation from
the government, for the purpose of at-
fording information which might be use-
ful to the cause of labor in earrying out
the provisions of ‘an act to provide for
the establishment of a bureau of labor
statistics and also of councils of con-
ciliation and of arbitration for the set-
tlement of industrial disputes.

“l, That the delegates of organized
labor assembled strongly urge upon’ the
government] the advisability of working
the department of labor statistics by
servants from the ranks of organized
labor.

“2. That organized labor demand from
the government the privilege of appoins-
ing officers for the bureau of labor sta-
tistics. :

“4. 'That organized labor give no in-
formation to the department of labor
statistics unless such organized labor is
fully represented in such department.

“5. That this meeting of delegates en-
dorse .the principle of compulsory arbi-
tration and that the government be urg-
ed to incorporate such principle in the
act at the next session of fhe legisla-
ture. -

“6. That the opinion of this meeting
is that alien labor should be prohibited
from all government contracts let in the
future. -

“7. That we ask the government to in-
sert a clause in all contracts let by them
to the effect that all the trades rules in
the locality in which the contracts are
let be observed.

“These resolutions were presented to
the government as an ultimatum on the
part of the trades unions, and the exec-
utive council replies to them as fol-
lows:

“The act to provide for the “establish
ment of a bureau of labor statistiecs and
also of councils of conciliation and of
arbitration for the settlement of.indus-
trial disputes was introduced by the gov~
ernment in - consequence of the _strained
relations between capital and labor and
the disastrous strikes which tod often re-
sulted therefrom, and which were pro-
ductive of the greatest hardships and
evils, both to employes, to employers and
to society at large. The government was
encouraged to introduce such an act by
the experience which had been obtaine:l
from the working of similar acts which
have been enacted in many other coun-
tries in the civilized world, and which
in every case have been productive of
more cordial rzlations between employer
and employed, and which have met with
strenuous support both from organized
and unorganized labor, as well as from
all sections of society. 2

“In order to carry out the provisions
of the mforesaid act to the best advan-
tage of all persons eoncerned, the gov-
ernment desired to place itself in direc
communication with organized as well
as unorganized labor, and for that pur-
pose sent Mr. Gray, the deputy commis-
sioner of labor statistics, to the four
cities to intarview in the first instance
the representatives of various trades
unions with- a view of obtaining infor-
mation and of arranging for a represent-
ative meeting at Victoria of delegates
from the trades unions in order to disciss
the matter more in detail.

“Mr. Gray was met with cordiality in
every city, and at first a strong disposi-
tion was shown by the representatives of
trades unions to afford every informa-
tion possible and to assist in carrying
out the objects of the act.

“But for some unexplained reason a
sudden change occurred, and the: labor
council of Victoria refused to assist in
giving statistics of . labor wunless a
trades union man was appointed on the-|
staff of the bureau.

executive council deeply regrets that
delegates [should have been so ill advised
as to take up so dictatorial a position and
to make such despotic demands that it
would be impossible for this or any other
government to accede to them without
striking at tha root of that freedom
which is, and should be, the pride of all
Anglo-Saxon speaking people.”

Mr. Gagen objected to the resolutior
being published, as the press not bein
present at the conference,.the public hal
not heard the arguments used in favor
of the resolutioms, while the arguments

Hon. Mr. Davie held that the resolu-
tions spoke for themselves. It was
through amere accident that the Tepre-
sentatives "of the press werg not present
at the conference.
