The Hawaiian Treaty.

SAN Fraxcisco, Oct 10.—The proposed
treaty between the United States and the
Hawaiian government provides that all
exports from the United States shall be
admitted free of all duty in the Hawaiian
kingdom, and all articles from the
Hawaiian islands admitted free to the
United States. The United States
guarantees Hawaii the perfect indepen-
dence and antonomy of the Hawaiian gov-
ernment, and in consideration of such
guarantee the forces of the United States
may have such freedom of action in the
territories of Hawaii as is necessary for
that purpose. The Hawaiian govern-
ment agrees that notreaty shall be made
between Hawaii and any other power
without the full knowledge of the United
States.

COMING OUT.

Slowly.

IMPORTANT TESTIMONY.

WHAT MCDONALD’S  FELLOW
CLERKS HAVE TO SAY ABOUT
HIM.

No Reason Why the Story Should Net
Have Been Told Loung Age — The
Facts Revenled Last Night.

The foolish not to say ridiculous poli-
cy of the authorities in attenipting to
keep the principal evidence in the poison-
ing case from the public is now apparent,
For nearly a week every newspaper re-
porter in St John has been aware of the
principal points, upon which the crown
rested its case, but could only give thes:
facts as rumors. No good has been ac-
complished, and it is seldom that any
‘ever can be by withholding information
from the press and the public. Since
the information was given to Coroner
Berryman on Thursday last, -relating to
McDonald, that gentleman has been en-
deavoring to cover up the name of
his informant, and to throw
the press off the track.
As a result of all this ridiculons method
of proceedure, the town has been filled
with the wildest rumors. People have
been frightened at shadows and all for
nothing. it would have been just as
well for Coroner Berryman and Solicitor
General Pugsley to have stated publicly
that from information they had received
from reliable sources they expected io
prove that the boxes in which the pois-
oned candy had been forwarded were
duplicates of those found in the estab-
lishment of Messrs. T. B. Barker & Sons
and so far as can be ascertained in no
other house in the city. That upon en-
quiry they discovered that some pack-
ages of strychnine stored away on shelves
in Messrs. Barkers’ establishment had
been tampered with. That McDonald
had procured a key to Messrs. Barkers’
store and was frequently there alone and
at unnecessary hours. They might as
well have removed this burden off the
public mind on Monday morning, as by
that slow and painful process of eliciting
information at a coroner’s inquest.

And when they were telling the story
véry boxes were posted by another em-
ploye together with the other par-
cels the same evening and that
some ‘other testimony of an
even ~more direct character would
be given by another clerk. All this
could have been told without doing a
particle of injustice to anybody, and the
public mind greatly relieved and the
inquest could have been held in the
Coroner’s office instead of attracting
large crowds nightly to the City Police
Court.

Thos. L. Hay, the first witness sworn,
at the inquest lastevening testified to
having obtained a box of candies last
week from Rev. J. L. Saaw. He identi-
fied the box shown as the one.

T. B. Barker, senior member of the
firm of T. B. Barker & Sons, sworn, said
that Wm. McDonald had been taken in-
tothe firm’s employ two months ago.
Abont four or five years previous he had
been employed by the firm, but had not
worked with them during the interval.
He was under the supervision of Mr,
Peter’s head of the wholesale department,
outside of the office, and was engaged
amongst the sundries.

He had the freedom of the whole
building did he so choose. During his
employment with the firm, witness
had noticed nothing -about him unusual.
He was nervous and quick but was al-
ways that way.

H. W. Barker, testified to being a
member of the firm of T. B Barker &
Sons. Outside the firm the head men
are Mr. Gerow in the office, and Mr.
Peters, outside the office. Witness said
that he saw employes every day. Had
added several to the establisment during
the pust six months, amongst them
being Wm. McDonald. Had seen
McDonald every day. If he had been
away would have missed him. Saw
him on Friday last, and he appeared
very nervous. Witness testified to the
quantity of strychnine imported by them
lately, and to the quantity on hand. The
German strychnine was done up
in packages of eight drathm bottles
(crystals), could trace the sales of strych-
nine by order books. Have 20, 30 or 40
packages of German strychnine in stock
now. Have one broken parcel with 7
drachms in it. Have American strych-
nine also, a package of which has been
broached. When Inspector Weather-
head requested a box of strychnine may
have asked him for an order. May have
said that it was hard to furnish strych-
nine to help make a chain of evidence
against McDonald when he was inno-
cent. Do not remember.

Witness testified to the fact the keys
of the establishment had been entrusted
to Messrs Gerow, Pelers, Wasson, Spittle,
Haines and Christie; that Haines had
gone without his key for several days;
that McDonald had borrowed it, and had
had a duplicate made; and that he, be-
lieving there were too many keys, had
ordered a new lock for the door.

Witness recognized the three boxes
sent to Revs. Macrae, Deinstadt and de
Soyres, as similar to comb boxes from
his own place of business. Recognized,
as well, several samples of writing as
similar to McDonald’s.

To the coroner—When a clerk wants
to go away he has first to ask the head
of the department and then myself. Pre-

vious to Saturday McDonald did not ask
for leave of absence. Heard that
he had asked Mr. Peters’ leave to go to
Fredericton, Saturday, and return
Monday. He did not ask me. Saw Mec-
Donald’s valise in wholesale. Mr.
Peters opened it in my presence. Itcon-
tained a briar root pipe, two cigars, some
handkerchiefs, a bottle of Odonto and a
bottle of perfume.

Witness did not know what style of a
pen. was used by McDonald, he
could not recognize writing on a box
submitted to him by the coroner.

W. B. Gerow, sworn: Have been ten
years in Barker’s employ; am bookkeep-
er. Both members of the firm being away
Mr. Peters and myself are the executive
head. Was at business all last week. No
one has a right to carry a key to the es-
tablishment without permission. Have
reason to believe that McDonald had one
without permission. A week ago last
Friday Haines said he had lent his key
to McDonald, and asked how he would
lock the door.. I reprimanded him and
he §ot his key back.

Witness testified that he had found
McDontald in the office alone on three
occasions. The first time hie believed
that Wm Barker had lent him his key.
On the other two occasions witness did
not know how McDonald had entered.
The second time that witness had found
McDonald in the building alone was
about two weeks ago, on Wednesday o»
Thursday evening. Witness noticed the
light in the back of the building when
he entered. He went upstairs and lit the
gas, then into the office and lit the gas
there. McDonald appeared in a stooping
position. He did not speak to McDonald,
nor did McDonald speak to him.

The third time, witness met McDonald
coming out; that wasa week azo last
Saturday. He had a parcel under his
arm, and witness understood him to say
that it was a new pair of boots he had
been trying on.

Witness saw him there on Monday
night of last week about seven o'clock,
McDonald came in after him. He asked
if Haines was there. Witness said no,
but he would be back. Witness was
Eresent when the arrest was made last

ISDIAN LANDS.

Cession of Tracts of Immense Value in
Minnesota.

Sr. PauL, Minn., October 10.—The Min-
nesota Chippewa Indian commission re-
turned tc St. Faul yesterday. Chairman
Rice, in speaking of the work done by
the commission, says the Indians of Red
Lake have ceded all of their country, 3,-
000,000 acres, except small reservations to
be’given in allotments. The cession in-
cludes all the large pine forests, valued
by lumbermen at many millions
of dollars. The lands are to be ap-
praised and sold and the sale must
be at not less than at appraised
value, which is for pine lands not less
one per cent. per 1,000 feet of stumpage
and for other lands $1.25 an acre.
Some persons conversant with the pine
of that region estimate that it is worth
not less than $60,000,000. All the money
received from these sales, after deduct
ing expenses, will be placed in the
United States treasury and bear inter-
est at 5 per cent. A large proportion of
this interest will be spent for schools for
Indians and to aid them in agricultural
pursuits.
