Hon, D. W. Higgins, speaker of- the
British Columbia legislative: assembly,
has ‘addressed the following communiea-
tion to the editor of the Colonist, in re-
spect to the libel suits discussion:

space in your columns to present . the
other side of the question to your read-
ers. At the beginning I must express
my deep regret that you failed to in-
.form yourself as to the right of the
legislature and the press to comment on
a case that forms the subject of judicial
action, before writing your misleading
and mischievous article; misleading, be-
cause calculated to, convey to unthink-
- ing persons an erroneous idea of their
rights; misleading because likely to give
rise to a controversy calculated to pre-
judice the public mind for or against the
accused in the libel actions, and render
a verdict by a jury improbable.

“You admit that you ‘nave not the-

rule (governing the case) at hand,” and
you then denounce the Tule, if any ex-

ists, as ‘rank mnonsense,’ and intimate
' that even if theé speaker should rule that
8 case which is sub juodice may not be
discussed in the legislature, his decision
should be over-ruled. ‘'What a pity that
you had not the rulei at hand, or that
you did not wait until: you had consulted
a copy of ‘May’ before indulging in
mock heroics ‘and threatening’ a political
upheaval if .an .attempt were made to
close any one's mouth.

“Is it possible that the Colonist library
is 'so ineomplete that it dees not con-
tain a copy of ‘May? O that the legis-
lative library or thé mnearest solicitor’s
office was not accessible t¢ supply the in-
formation' of which, I must be pardon-
ed if I say, you stand sadly. in need.
* You are a writer of too wide experience

to be reminded that it is not Mr. Speak-

er who makes the rules. is duty is to
enforce them, strictly and’ impartially;
and so far from the rule which prevents

debate on matters that are before a

court being ‘nonsensical’ (as you say), I

deem it a most salutary régulation—fair

alike to both accuser and accused. With-
out further preface I shall refer yon to

May’s Parliament Practice, tenth edi-

tion.

“On page 264 it is said that ‘a mat-
ter whilst under adjudication before a
court of law should not be'brought be-
fore the house as a metion or otherwige.’

“On page 308: ‘A member while speak-
ing to a question may not refer to mat-
ters pending a. judicial decision.’

“On page 316: ‘Matters awaiting the
adjudication of a court of law should
not be brought forward in debate. This
rule was observed by .Sjr ‘R, Peel and
Lord J. Russell, both by the wording of
the speech from the threne, ‘and by their
procedure in the house regarding Mr.
O’Connelf’s case, and has “been main-
tained by, rulings . from the chair.’

‘“These extracts may not convince you
of the error into which you have your-
self fallen, and into ‘which you have
dragged your readers: but,they seem
very conclusive to my mind. It is no

“use telling me what in your opinion
ought to be. You are only to deal with
things as they are, . The
orator when told that his statements

did not agree with facts, replied, ‘So

much the wdrse for the faets.’” When

you are told that ‘May’ does not com-
port with your article, ‘'you will pro-
bably exclaim, ‘So much ‘the worse for

May.’

‘But the rTule which you denounce as
‘rank nonsense’ has stood the test of
many years in the foremost debating
body in ‘the world, and its wisdom has
not to my knowledge been questioned—
at least mot successfully. ‘'We 'can all
learn from British methods ef procedure
both in'and out of pafliament.” Thete is
no country on earth where a-man can be

as certain of a fair frial before unbiased,
jddges and unprejudiced’ jurymen as in-

England. Mueh of this is due to the
respect which all classes entertain for
the law and the confidence they feel in
the administration of that law; and
much is due to the admirable way in
which the press conduets itself while the
case is awaiting trial or being ‘heard.
Comment is seldom made and an in-
discretion is as severely punished as con-
tempt of court by the judges, When the
Tichborne matter ‘was on. trial trans-
gressors of this excellent regnlation were
severely dealt with. You, sir, when re-
minded by a contemporary that it is
wrong to comment on the guilt or in-
nocence of the gentlemen who have been
committed, for trial on a charge of libel
exclaim  “This is not Russia’ No, this

FROM THE ORIENT.

Buying Up Coal for Britain—Feeling
Against Europeans in' Japah.

That Great “Britain 'is :leoking after
her interests in the:Orient, although not
doing much to:advertise that fact, is
shown by news brought by Capt. Porter
of the steamer Brdemar, which.arrived
from ithe Orient this morning. -/ While
he was in Hongkong, he says, he learned
on very good authority that a firm of
longstanding in the Orient were. buying
up all the Welsh and English coal that
could be procured in Chian and Japan
on behalf of Great Britain. Talking of
the Japanese, he says they are certainly
¢ suffering from a' severe attack of ‘‘swell-
ed head.” ‘There is now in Japaw a very
strong feeling against Europeans, mainly,
however, among the lower classes: Many
l slight outbreaks have occurred, and in
many cases bands of coolies have made
demonstrations against the foreigners. So
great is the feeling against Europeans
among the natives that the government
has issued proclamations commanding all
Japanese, nnder severe penalties, to treat
Europeans with respect.

Mr, Harry J. Metz, who was a pas-
senger on the Braemar, says the Japan-
ese are busy strengthening their navy,
and when their new ships arrive they
will have a fleet secoird to none, save
that of Britain.

In an interview Mr. Metz, who is in
the employ of the Japanese government,
had mith the Corean minister at Seoul
about 2 month before he left the Orient,
that official expressed himself strongly,
saying that the Coreans had no fear of
Japan; showing they recognize fully that
should trouble arise between them and
the Japanese, Russia woild at once go
to their aid.
