MR. JOHN RUSSELL'S
 MEMORY IS POOR

Could Recoilect Little About
His Dealings With Hardy.

And Declined fo Answer Other Questions
—His Present Position in the
Telegraph is Doubtful,

I

The case against Henry J. Hardy for
importing alien labor into Canada from
the United States, was resumed this
morning. A. C. L. Tapley was recall-
ed for the purpose of producing the
Telegraph cash book.

John Russel, Jr., was called, and tes-
tified that it was hard to say if he was
connected with the Telegraph Company
at the present time. He was not em-
ployed by the company. He was man-
ager and president of the company in
March and April last. He at first re-
fused to say that he had any conversa-
tion with Hardy during March, but on
the ruling of the court the witness said
that he had had a conversation with
the defendant Hardy, but he could not
remember what that conversation was.
He had several conversations, but
could not remember what they were
about. He would not swear they were
not about men. He refused to say if
he had sent Hardy to the States te-get
men. On the ruling of the court Mr.
Russell said that he did not send Hardy
but the latter volunteered to go to the
States for men. At that time Hardy
was on the pay roll of-the Telegraph,
and witness believed Hardy’s destina-
tion. was New York. Hardy had been
employed on the Telegraph since
March. When witness had the conver—
sation with Hardy, Montreal, Toronto,
New York and Boston were spoken of
as places to get men. After Hardy left
St. John to get men, witness received
a telegram from him. Hardy was at
his home in Brooklyn. Witness could
not produce the telegram as it had
been destroyed.

There was a lengthy argument on the
admissability of certain evidence.

Mr. Russell refused to answer the fol-
lowing question: |

“Did you as manager of the Tele-
graph furnish Hardy with money to
bring men into Canada?”

Mr. Russell—"“I refuse to answer be-
cause my counsel has told me to do so.
I refuse to answer because it might
incriminate myself.”

The above/ question was again put,
and after long pause Mr. Russell
asked Mr. Baxter for advice, and Mr.
Baxter said if it was him he would go
to jail before he answered it.

Mr. Russell was ordered to answer
by the court, and said that on several
occasions he had advanced money to
Hardy. Mr. Russell once more refused
to answer Mr. Mullin’s question, de-
spite the fact that he was ordered by
the court to do so, but was allowed
some time until he looked over the
Telegraph’s cash book. After looking
over the book for nearly ten minutes,
he said the question concerned not
only him but the company he repre-
sented. He could not refresh his mem-
ory from the books.

At last Mr. Russell said he gave
Hardy money before he went away
but would not say it was to pay trans-
portation for men to come to St. John.

Mr. Mullin—“Did you not kpow that
there were men in Canada who could
do the work that the men you were
bringing here would do?”

The question was not allowed.

Witness said he did not remember
how much he gave Hardy. He did not
take any receipt. Miss Sandall was the
cashier of the Telegraph at the time.
Rupert . Walker, is a reporter on the
Telegraph and he could not remember
if he or Mr. McCready sent Walker
out to meet Hardy. He could not re-
member if he got a telegram from Har-
dy saying he was coming. He could not
remember what the telegram he did re-
ceive from Brooklyn referred to. There
was only one telegram from Hardy and
he had no recollection as to what the
telegram was about. He got no letter
from Hardy nor did he send one. He
did not know where Mec. McCready
wags. Witness said Mec. McCready was
in town yesterday morning but went
away last night.

In answer to Mr. Mullin witness said
he did not know McCready was going
away yesterday when he (witness) ask-
ed Mr. Mullin if he was going to have
Mr. McCready arrested if he did not
appear. The question was ruled out.

Mr. Russell stood aside and Miss
Jessie C. Sandall was called and testi-
fied that she had been cashier of the
Telegraph up to May 2nd last. The
Telegraph’s cash book was produced
and examined by the witness and she

could not find any entry in the book

of money paid to Mr. Russell for trans-

portation purposes. The witness looked

through the receipts of the company
and could find mone from Mr. Russell
regarding transportation money.

Mr. Russell was recalled and exam-
ined by Mr. Baxter and said that the
telegram he received was of a private
nature but he could not remember the
contents.

Mr. Mullin stated that the case was
closed for the prosecution.

Mr. Baxter said he did not think he
would call any witnesses for the de-
fense and the case was adjourned un-
til next Friday for argument..
