Of Antwerp the offcial report says
that the situation in the fortified po-
sitions remains unchanged.

Fighting, too, continues in the near
east, and the Anglo-French fleet has
succeeded in destroying Lmstica, an
outer defence of the Austrian seaport
of Cattaro.

While the Servians and Monteneg-
rins are attacking the outer fortifica-
tions of Sarayevo, Belgrade, which has
been go often under fire, has not been
bombarded for several days, probably
as & ‘result of the rewccupation of
Semlin by the Servians.

Skirmishes have occurred on the
Anglo-German frontier in’' East Africa,
due to German raids into British ter-
ritory for the purpose f cutting the
Uganda railway.

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YON MOLTKE, CHIEF
ARMY ST

OF GERMAN

, HAS BEEN REMOVED;

SUCCESSOR “A DARK HORSE”

London, Oct. 5—News reached here
tonight that Lt. Gen. Helmuth Von
Moltke has been superseded by Gen,
Voightsrhetz as chief of the German
general staff,

Gen. Von Moltke is a nephew of
the great strategist of that name, who
engineered the Franco-Prussian war
of 1870 and died in 1891. At the fu-
neral in that year the Kaiser told Ma-
jor Von Moltke as he then was, that
he would be promoted to the rank of
personal aide de camp. He was pro-
moted to be major general in 1899,
and appointed commander of the first
infantry brigade of the guards at
Potsdam, and he becamé lieutenant
general in 1902.

On January 1, 1906, Gen. Von Molt-
ke assumed the office of chief of the
general staff, in succession to Count
Schlieffen. It was common knowledge
at that time that Von Moltke did not
c¢onsider himself qualified for so high
an honor, and strove hard to avoid it,
even declining the office on two occa-
glons, but the imperial will was not
to be thwarted.

Gen. Von Moltke has the reputa:
tion of beilng a serious, hard working
soldier, as taciturn and silent as his
more illustrious namesake, and a man
who has done perhaps more to-bring
the German army to the fighting pitch
than anyother of his colleagues.

Of General Voightsrhetz, who suc-
ceeds Gen. Von Moltke, very little
can be gathered, even from German re-
ference books. His name is not even
mentioned in “Wer Ists.”” His father,
however, was a great soldier, who
was born in 1809, and rose to high
rank in the ministry for war,

He commanded a division in 1870-
1871, and afterward was appointed
governor-general of Hanover. He dled
in 1877, and had an infantry regiment
named after him.

4 Thus the new chief of staff may be

described as a dark horse. and it re-
mains to be seen whether he has ‘n-
herited his father’s ability and whether
he is a better man than the one he has
displaced.

The military expert of'the Standard,
commenting on the removal of Gen.
Von Moltke, says:

“If this is true, it is news indeed,
for it will constitute evidence of ser
ious panic in high places, Even in
minor affairs of the world, it is not
often that the policy known as “swap-
ping horses while crossing a stream"”
is adopted.

“There must be something very
gravely wroug indeed if the Germans
find it necessary to get rid of the men
who originated and directed the whole
of the strategy of their campaigns,
and that at a vitally critical moment.

“One cannot, for instance. believe
that Von Moltke of his own initiative
and free will withdrew troops from
ancyat a4 moment when they were
urgently needed to secure a decisive
result in that area of war. Having
withdrawn them, one canmot either
imagine Von Moltke sending them on
8 useless errand to KEast Prussia
when their presence in Galicia might
have saved the Austrian army from
disaster.

“At the same time one can under-
stand that dissatisfaction is felt in
high quarters with Von Moltke's work
which has often been of a kind calcu-
lated to make ‘his uncle of famous
memory turn in his grave, but then
we do not know how many of the mis-
takes were due to Von Moltke’s bad
Judgment and how many to interfer
ence with his work by the Emperor
or his camarilla.

“But if he was respensible for such
a fatuous policy, then supercession is
not sufficient punishment. He should
be sent to take a Landsturm division
inta action.”
