Unsafe Relation between Pastor and
People.

Jersey City, says a New York paper, is
just now the theatre of a scandalous oc-
currence. - The pastor of a Presbyterian
Church stands charged in-a judicial pro-
ceeding, before a magistrate, with having
seduced a young woman, a member of
his flock.

Such cases are not ofso unfrequent oc
currence as it might be desired they
should be. A statistical table showing
the percentage of clergymen charged
with offences akin to this would, we ap-
prehend, be somewhat startling. We
are fully aware ‘of the danger of misap-
prehension which attends the mere sim-
ple statement of a fact like thisina pub-
lic journal, Yet our confidence 1 the
safety and the wholesomeness of truth
forbids us to forbear. Only the most ig-
norant and unreasoning can take it as
having any bepring against religion. of
course it has not any.

There is, however, a lesson which it
teaches. Does it not serve to show that
the relation generally existing at this day
hetween pastor and people is, in some re-
spects, an unsafe and improper one?

Clergymen are too often regarded as if
they were not human, but supernatural
beings. We cannot say that men often
make this mistake with reference to
them; but women, both married and un-
married, are very apt to.

Lead us not into temptation, is a pray-
er which clergymen have quite as much
occasion constaniy to offer up as any
other class of the community. In the
present state of society theyare in a pre-
eminent degree subjected to temptation,
We express great surprise that they
sometimes—indeed, not seldom—yield,
When the public come to look upon this
as a natural result, as a matter course,
then we shall be in a condition to do
something to remedy the evil, and not

before,

"not. be quite decent to do so

The distinctions
treatment of clergymwenand that of other
people are altogether too great. It is ’
hardly worth while to pursue the differ-
ence into nice detail; indeed, it might
in a public
journal. Bufiice it for the occasion tore-
mind our rcaders of what every one
kuows to be true, that in many societies
clergymen are admitted to almost all
places, at almost all hours, aund under al-
most all circumstances, as no one clse,
not a member of the family, would ecver
he received.

Then there is a blind and bigoted ad-
miration of rclérgymen, outrunning the
bounds of reason—a sort of semi-wor-
ship—a looking on them as if they were
demi-gods.

Tilton’s Charges Against. Beecher,

The gist of Theodore Tilton’s charged
against Rev. Henry Ward Beecher is in
the concluding paragraph of his state-
ment, as faollows:

Finally, that in addition to the forego-
ing facts and evidences, other confirma-
tions could be adduced if needed to prove
the following recapitulated statement,
namely, that the Rev. Henry Ward
Beecher, as pastor and friend of Mr. Til-
ton and his family, trespassed upon the
sanctity of friendship and hospitality in
a long endeavor to seduce Mrs. Elizabeth
R. Tilton; that by the artful use of his
priestly authority with her, she being his
pupil in relizion, he accomplished this
seduction; that for a period of a year and
a half or thereabout, he maintained
criminal intercourse with her, overcom-
ing her previous modest scruples against
such conduct by investing it with a
false justification as sanctioned by love
and religion ; that he then participated in
a conspiracy to degrade Theodore Tilton
before the public, by loss of place, busi-
ness, and repute; that he abused Mr. Til-
ton’s forgiveness and pledge of protec-
tion by thereafter authorizing a series of
measures by Plymouth Church having
for their object the putting of a stigma
upon Mr. Tilton before the chareh, and
also before an ecclesiastical council,
insomuch that the Moderator of
that council, interpretinug these
acts by Mr. Beecher and his Church, de-
ciared publicly that they showed Mr.
Beecher to be the most magnanimous of
men, and Mr. Tilton to be a knave and
Fdog; that when Mr. Tilton thereafter,
not in malice, but for self-protection,
wrote 'a letter to Dr. Bacon, alluding
therein to an offence and apology by the
Rev. Henry Ward Beecher, he (Mr.
Beecher) deflantly appointed a committee
of his church members to inquire into the
injury done him by Mr. Tilton by the
aforesaid allusion, and implying that he

(Mr. Beccher) had never been the author
of such offence and apology, and that Mr.
Tilton was a slanderer; that to make this
inquiry bear grievously against Mr. Til

ton he (Mr. Beecher) previously connived
with Mrs. E. R. Tilton to give false tes

timony in his (Mr. Beecher’s) behalf;
that Mr. Beecher's course toward Mr.
Tilton and family has at last resulted in
the open: destruction of Mr. Tilton's
household and home, and in the desola-
tion of his heart and life.

A Massacre Imminent.
From the N. Y. Sun.

A very threatening state of fecling ex-
ists in Vicksburg, Miss., and it would not
be surprising to hear at any moment of
terrible outrages arising from the hatred
existing between the whites and blacks.
In that city the colored popnlation have
the political power, and they are disposed
to carry matters with a high hand, which
of course has resulted in exasperating
the whites, For along time matters have
been growing worse and worse, until the
situation has become one of serious dan-
ger. It is not a disagrecment about
political measures, for white men who
served in the Union army are as bitter in
their resentment against the.blacks as

any of those who wore the gray uniform;
while the blacks are defiant and aggres-
sive. 1t does not appearthat any earnest
attempt to effect measures of conciliation
has been made from either side.

Some wecks ago an attempt was made
to disarmthe two white militia companies
of Vicksburg and to leave the negro com-
pany in possession of their rifl:s. As
the State Government is virtually in the
hands of the blacks, the attempt might
have proved successful had not the white
companies resorted to strategy. Their
guns were not delivered up, but by some
unknown parties they were conveyed to
a place of concealment, where they could
be reached at any moment. Shortly after
this the canvass, preliminary to the city
election; which is to take place on August
4, began, and this being conducted with
moderation on both sides, the excitement
caused by the attempt to render the
whites defenceless subsided.

But an exhibition of imprudence soon
occurred which served to excite the pas-
sions of the community to a highcr pitch
than ever. A little more than a weck ago
a mulatto office-holder, in a speech deliv-
ered at the court house, declared that if
he were only a bachelor he could marry
some one of the leading white ladies of
Vicksburg, and advised his hearers that
a colored man wishing to marry a white
lady, if he was opposed by parental in-
terference—the speaker taking it for
granted that the lady would be favorably
disposed to such a matrimonial arrange-
ment—would be justified in making a de-
mand for the lady’s hand at the point of
the pistal. Of course such declarations
as these in a city where race prejudices
are so strong as they are in Vicksburg,
created great feeling, and rendered the
situation more perilous than ever.

The local newspapers commented with
great bitterncss on this speech, whereup-
on the negro military company provided
themselves with cartridges for their
breech-loading rifles, and paraded daily
with loaded arms. The whites respond-
ed to this menace by supplying them-
selves with revolvers, an example which
was immediately followed by the major-
ity of the negroes, so that now nearly
every man of either race goes armed.
Since then numerous vexatious arrests of
white men on frivolous pretences have
been made by the negroes, and gentle.
men and ladies have been stopped in the
streets by armad bodies of negroes and
compelled to give satisfactory accounts
of themselves betore being permitted to
praceed about their business, all of which
has served to intensify the bitterness of
the strife. Ob both sides companies are
forming and arming themselves, and un-
less peaceable counsels from some influ-
ential quarter should very soon make
themselves felt, a bloody and barbarous
coénflict may be anticipated.

This is a terrible state of things to ex«

ist in a city of the United States under

a free and en-
lightened form of Government, but it is
the natural consequence of those teach-
ings of hatred toward the whites which
have been instilled into the minds of the
Southern blacks by politicians of the
worst class for their own selfish purposes.
Shou.d a -horrible massacre occur in
Vicksburg, the people of this country
will hold those really responsible for it
to a strict reckoning for their work.

The fashionable world is just now at
the height of its festivities. The Row
every day is crowded, and the principal
Squares are awake until morning with
«the merry music of the dance.” The
English aristocracy are, in fine, all
gathered in the metropolis. I passed
through ¢“the Row” yesterday afternoon,
and I think I never saw it fuller. I was
very much amused at the actions of a
snob, who, seated on a sorry looking
hack, could neither by coaxing, threaten-
ing, whipping or patting, induce him to
pass quietly under the trees. He pre-
sented a spectacle which made him the
laughing stock of the gentlemen and the
terror of the ladies. .

POLITICS
were never more depressed than at the
present time. It is whispered that the
Government is doing its utmost to pre-
serve this languid feeling, and is setting
its face steadily against warmth on either
side. Only once or twice this session has
the Prime Minister permitted his lieuten-
ants to engage seriously in any fray, and
then the question contended over was the
Gold Coast. Nothing, it is said, could
suit his purpose better than the prevail-
ing lassitude. The end of the session is
still out of sight, and the Premier has
yet made no sign of his intention to slay
the innocents. The London tradesmen
are overjoyed at it, for to them it means
a longer season and brisk trade up to the
middle of August. Il natured partizans
say that in arranging for a late sitting of
Parliament this year the Premier was not
unmindfal of his friends in Regent street
and Bond street, to whom he thought a
short, hasty session, such a3 was at one
time contemplated, would be a gross in-

justice. This, of couse, is mere scandal,
and may be taken for what it is worth.

The Crown Prince and Princess of
Prussia are at the Isle of Wight, where
they purpose staying with thelr family
for a short season. They are expected to
visit Her Majesty the Queen at Windsor
Castle to-day.

THE WIMBLEDON MEETING.

There is a marked falling off in the at-
tendance of competitors at the Wimble-
don Camp this year, although there will
probably be no falling off in the skill of
the marksmen by whom the great prizes
will be carried off. There is a very sa-
tisfactory increase in the money value of
the prizes this year over any of the pre-
vious ones. Active work at the Camp
commenced Monday morning at 9.15.
An additional area, covering some 25 or
30 acres of ground, has been thrown into
the encampment, and thus the inconve-’
nient concentration and proximity of
tents, often complained of in former
years, will be avoided. A new system of
targets and of marking has been adopted,
and nothing save fine weather is wanted
to secure plenary success. Our Canadian
team came into camp on Saturday, and
they arc acknowledged on all sides to be
fine looking fellows, who seem quite
competent to repeat their great feat of
two years ago. The Daily Telegraph, in
speaking of them, says: “Much to the
sutisfaction ot Englishmen of all classes
our Canadian brethren have again sent a
tormidable contingent of representatives
to try conclusions with us at Wimbledon.
Although we pride ourselves justly upon
our still unsurpassed prowess with the
rifie, there are no competitors from
across the sea by whom we should less
dislike to be beaten thau by the marks-
men of Canada. It is the constant boast
of the sons and daughters of the Domi-
nion that thé country which they inhabit
is more free than any other upon earth.
Englishmen are naturally indisposed to
admit that, as regards the enjoyment of
frecdom, any nation, whether kindred or
foreign. is more happily circumstanced
than they are themselves. But a common
determination to preserve from violation
the freedom that they respectively enjoy
teaches both Englishmen and Canadians
to betake themselves to steady practice:
with the rifle.”

Shipping Notes.

Schr. Anna Lara Wrecked.—This little
vessel, which sailed from this port on the
5th inst. for Daublin, has been totally
wrecked on Jeddore Rock, to the east-
ward of Halifax. The captain, Hogan,
and crew have arrived at Halifax. The
owners, Messrs. McCarthy & Son of this
city, have received but a meagre account
of the disaster. The Anna Lara was a
schr. of about 50 tons. Iler name was for-
merly the Anna Lora. She was built at
Parrsboro, N. S., in 1873, by A. A. Mec-
Lellan of that place. Messrs. McCarthy
intended selling her in Ireland.

Wrecked.—The bark Highlander, Hut-
chinson master, from Sunderland, May
28, with a cargo of 600 tons coal for this
port, was wrecked on Sable Island, 6th
inst. The captain and crew were saved,
landed on the Island, and have since been
brought to Halifax, The vessel’s loss
can only be accounted for by a strong
current setting to the Westward, and
also to a deviation of the compass,

which was changed in the binnacle on
the afternoon of the 4th inst., when it
was impossible to obtain a correct alti-
tude to test the correctness. The sails,
running rigging, blocks, gear and other
materials were saved. The H, was 523
tons byrthen, and owned by Potts Bros.,
of Suuderland, Eng.
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
