sents enjoining you, and each of you, that on Fripay, the FourTeENTH day of the
month of Avausr next, you meet Us, in Onr Parliament of Canada, at Our City of
OTtrawa, there to take into consideration the state and welfare of Our said Dominion
of Canada, and thercin to do as may secem necessary. HEereIN Farr Nor.

Patent, and the Great Sed] of Canada to be hereunto affixed. Wir-

and Baron Clandeboye, of Clandcboye, in the County Down, in the
Peerage of the United Kingdom, Baron, Dufferin and Clandeboye, of
Ballyleidy and Killeleagh, in the County Down, in the Peerage of
Ireland, and a Baronet, Knight ot Qur Most Illastrious Order of Saint
Patrick, and Knight Commander of Our Most Honorable Order of the
Bath, Governor General of Canada, and Vice-Admiral of the same,
At Our Government House, in Our City of Orrawa, this TwenTY-
rarp day of JUNE, in the year of Our Lord, One thousand eight
hundred and seventy-four, and in the Thirty-eighth year of Our
Reign.
