Orders for issuing Our Writs in due form, for calling a Parliament in Our said
Dominion, which Writs are to bear date on the TWENTY-FoUaTH day Of APRIL instant,
to be returnable on the THIRTEENTH day of JULY neXt.

IN TESTIMoNT WHEREoF, We have caused these Our Letters to be made Patent
and the Great Seal of Canada to be hereunto aflixed. WITNEss Our
Right Trusty and Righ t Well-Beloved Cousin and Councillor, the Right

Viscount Formartine, Baron Haddo, Methlie, Tarves and Kellie, in the
Peerage of Scotland; Viscount Gordon of Aberdeen, County of Aber-
deen, in the Peerage of the United Kingdom; Baronet of Nova Scotia;
Knight Grand Cross of Our Most Distinguished Order of Saint
Miehael and Saint Gebrge, &o., &c., Governor General of Canada.
