IIEREAS the Burial Ground situate at the South West angle of Preambie.
St. John and St. Augutstin streets, in St. John's Suburbs of the

City of Quebec, and in the midst of a dense population, lias become a
serious nuisance, inasnuch as the numerous internents, one upon another,

well as the wells therein, to receive the drainage froin the said Burial
Grrnnd : Thercfor, IIer Ma*jesty, by and with the advice and consent

S I. From ani after the passing of this Act, it shall not bc lawful to certain bur-
;nter any. deai body otherwise talîn in tomîbs or vaults nîow owned and iwli eir ri-
nuessed by individuals or fanilies, in the Buirial Ground above mnicî- ter.
