But this is not yet the whole storye Writers on publie
finance agree that the post office is essentially a business
enterprisc va'her than a department of public adninistration,
and that its asccounts should be segregated frou the main ae-
ocounts of the Government, as is done, for example, in the United
States, where the deficit or surplus on postal acocount ie alone
inoluded in the general balanee, In other words, the revenue
of the post office is money voluntarily paid by tho citizens
for special services rendered,just like that which they spend
for rallway tiokets on the C,NeH, Also, the post office is
ran as a publioc service, alming only to 6olleat enough money
in revenue to moot 1ts own exponditure, and not to make a
profit for the benefit of the oxchequers If then, we deduct
the post office expenditure of $12,822,068 in 1914 and of
$81,762,9608 in 1928 from the above totals, we have a remainder
of $175,418,990 in 1914 and of §$165,632,432 in 1928, 1In
other words, leaving out of account the great inorease in
