Meeting at Enterprise,
Delivers Attack on Pres-
ent Administration.

Dellvering an attack on th2 Ben-
nett Government at Oltawa and de-
claring that the time has come when
the peopie of the couniry have a
‘rlghL to say what they want, Rt.
Hon, W, L. M. King, leader of the
Liberal party in Canada, addressed
a rousing meeting at Enterprise on

Monday night in the Interests of
Colin Campbell, Liberal ‘candidate in
Frontenac-Addington. The provin-
clal elections and {he by-elections, all
within the space of a year, have
shown the Covernment, sald Mr
King, that the people have lost eon-
fidence in the administration.

The meeting was one of the largest
held in the present campalgn and
one of the greatest ever held in the
village of Enterprise. The Lall was
not large enough to accommodate all
the people, it being estimated that
between 2,500 and 3,000 people were
in enterprise to hear the Liberal
leader. TLoud speakers were placed
at vantage points so that hundreds
unable to get into the hall, were able
to hear the addresses from the street,

Mr. King was accorded a rousing
reception as he approached the vi-
cinity of the village hall and he was
forced to make hls entrance into the
hall by means of a ladder and through
a window, it belng Impossible for
him to even get near it any other
way
