part of Lord Durham fo: a private audience, in
order that his Lordship might, as he promisen
to do while in Cunada, lay his appointment i
me-u at Her Majesty'sfeet.  The refusal, we
clieve,is the cause of the retirement of Lady
Durham from attendance at the Palace as one
of the Ladies in Waiting upon the Queen, 1
am assured that Lord Durham is highly incen-
sed at the Ministers for the fresh display of op-
position to him and his wishes. Ay it is not
probable thet the Queen will hold a Levee une
il long after the assemthing of Parliament,
Lord Durham will not have an opportunity of
explaining in any way his feelings, except in
his place in the upper House of the Legislas
ture.
A party is forming, with Lord Durham at its
head, to defeat, if possible, the Ministers in
their public poliey. 1t is fully expected at the
Clubs, even at Brooke’s, that it will be impos~
sible for the advisers of the Queen to retain
their places for a month after Parliament shall
have heen reassembled.
