His later education was completed at 
the Wesleyan College, Sheffield, Eng­
land, after which he commenced the 
study of law in the office of his uncle, 
Elisha Oaddick, at West Bromwich, in 
the year 1850.

He was married February 13th, 1869,
to Elizabeth, daughter of William 
Howe, Norfolk, England.

In 1868, on account of ill-health, Bro. 
Caddick came to Canada, 
entered the- law office of Blake, Kerr & 
Bethune, Toronto, but for many years 
has practised on his own account.

A Reformer in politics, and a mem­
ber of the Methodist Church, he has 
filled many important offices in the 
latter body both in England and Can­
ada.

He has been an indefatigable worker 
in the Sons of England Benevolent 
Society, and was appointed solicitor
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that our nationality lacked clanish- 
ness. This lack, he believed, to be 
disadvantageous to all Englishmen. 
We should become more interested in 
each others welfare—more “ claniah.” 
Bro. Carter had been Grand Secretary 
for 12 years, and there was not a G, P. 
who had not received from him good 
advice and wisdom. There are few who 
know better than he tjie real value of 
the services of Bro. Cafter, and he felt 
extremely pleased in njaking the pre­
sentation,

Bro. Carter thanked Br. King for his 
kind remarks. There were times when 
one could express their feelings, but 
he felt almost overcome on this occas­
ion. We had been endeavoring to build 
a great city, started by P. G. P. Car- 
rette, Lomas and others, and there 
had been many obstacles which we 
had overcome with a strong arm. One 
of the brightest stones we had added 
to the Society was t^e Beneficiary 
Department. When he first took the 
office of Grand Secretary there were 
only 13 lodges and less tjian 1000 mem­
bers, the Grand Lodge v|as in debt and

Belleville, Hamilton and other places. 
He hoped the present Grand Lodge 
Officers would have a pleasant term; 
and that prosperity would crown their 
efforts. He urged the brethren to 
work harmonously and with a will, 
thereby making our Society second to 
none in the world, look well to our 
principles, and let no petty feelings of 
jealously prevent us from building 
such an institution that every English­
man would be proud of. He was an 
Englishman to the back-bone, and his 
interest in the Society and its mem­
bers would never wane. He again 
thanked those present for their kind 
words and for the honor bestowed 
upon him in being presented with such 
a beautifnl jewel.
