MISTORY OF THE CRIME.

Oa Saturday, the 3ad of July last, it was
rumored at Uharlottetown that s young girl
named Mary Tuplin, of Marguate, in Prince
county, hud dissppeared, and foul play was
teared. Qo Monday the whole province was
borrified to learn that tke body of the untor-
tunate girl bad been found in a river, bear-
ing unwistakuble marks of a most brutal
aud’ revoltivg murder. Hundreds of people
started W the sceme, led thither by te
steange fascioation of & borror, sad never
will  they forget tbe sight which met their
wyes thet Monday eveuing. Stretobed on
the suud lay 1he swollen and congested re-
maios of ibe murdered girl, covered wiu
Hight cofton gurments.  Around hir wai-ta
thick rope was tied, attachiog a pouderous
stone of ‘mbout 100 puunds weight, Twe
guping bullet wouuds were visible, one
passiug through the skull sad the other in
the meck bebiud the right ear. A post moi-
wm was held, and sumething more thun &
suspicivn confirmed. The girl wus known
w be enceinte by & young mwn nsmed Wm.
Millmano, who was at oace

Saspeet d of the Marder

aad shortly aiter arcested. Two other par-
yies were wrre-ted at the time, but after
wards acquitted. The feeling sguinst the
prisoner was very steong &t the time of 1he
wurder, and when be wams cooveyed to the
juil be was followed by sa excited crowd as
fur us the jail gates. He made no c¢ffort to
escape at any time, even when he had his
treedum aad knew he was charged with the
eriwe.
