ing us headlong into the midst of the tu-
mult, with but doubtful chances of ever es-
caping therefrom—all this was certainly ex-
citing and in & sense delightfal, though its
frequent repetition is bardly to be recom-
mended. As it was, however,

and not a false stroke was given, our canoes
beiog finslly hauled up st our camping
place, almost without a scratch, aftera days
journey of forty-six miles.

The second exception to which I bave re-
ferred as breaking the monotony of our vey-
age was the occasional sight of game.

Allegnsh Cousntry Abounds la Game,
and is the favorite ground of professional
hunters, especially for the moose. We were
not favored with the sight of any of these
hs of the forest, but did sce one

@gardiong our return trip.

It would, of course, have been quite pos-
sible, and comparatively easy, to return by
the route we cae. "he difference between
going with the stream or against it is
brought to our notice in almost all the af-
fairs ot life, and bhe who has laboriously
worked his way up, amid rocks and rapids
and shoals, can afford to smile as he glides
down stream with the mere force of the cur-
rent, or shoots a rapid with the swiftaess of
an arrow. But new ground also has its at-
‘tractions, and, time and distance being the
same, we preferred in the present case to
adopt & different route. Our original plan
bad been to reach the Northwest Branch,
about thirty miles above Seven Islands, but
in this we were disappointed by the low
state of the water. We might even have
waited profitably for the heavy rains which
a few days later had in stoi r us; but the
meteorologieal service bi yet reached
Beven Islands, and as time with us meant
also money, we concluded to cross to the
Allegash, one of the largest tributaries of
the St. John, and thence to return to the main
river. At the point where we crossed, the
interval between the two streams is about
thirteen miles, but us we had the assistance
of a horse and sled the portage was, except
for & violent thunderstorm which accompa-
nied us, in no way_ugpleasant. At its ter-
mination we find ‘ourselves at the foot of
Lake Umsaskis, and age® in one of the
curious little settlements or depot farms
which, in connection with the lamber trade,
have sprung up here and there in the midst
of the forest. As may be imagined, life in
such out-pf-the-way localities, and with
such associations, is naturally of the rongh-
est, but even here representatives of the
gentler sex are occasionally to be seen, not
improbably with pipes in their mouths and
poling canoes!

Our first intention bad been, as before
stated, to descend the Allegash directly to
the St. John, but learning at the depot-farm
that we might, without much difficulty, get
across from Churchill Lake, next above
Umsashis, to the head of the Aroostook, we
were tempted to make a still further devia-

tion from our original plan. Could this be’

done we should have had a nearly east and
west

Shart Line Across the State of Maine,
embmcing the whole of the Aroostook
country snd coming out by way of Ashlsad,
Presque Isle and Fort Fairfield to Andover.
The plan was a tempting one, and we deter-

cariboo and not less than five red deer, in
several instances so nearly that their shoot-
ing would bave been a very easy matter bad
we had with us the necessary fire-arms, As
it was we could only give them a hearty
shout as on first perceiying us they gave a
bound in the air and disappeared in the
foreat.

COMPULSORY VACCINATION,

‘The New Bruuswick Law—What is Satd
of it England.

To the Editor of Tur GLEANER :—

Sir,—The accompanyiog extracts from the
Vaccination Inquirer and Health Review of
Aug. st iost., published monthly in Lom-
don by the London socicty for the abolition
of compulsory vaccioation, will, I think,
somewhat surprise your readers, if you will
give them & place in your columns. Neither
of the Imperial Compulsory Acts authorizes
brute force or physical compulsion, but im-
pose fine and imprisonment upon all who re-
fuse to allow themselves or-their children to
be vaccinated.

Ingeveral town in Eogland funds are rais-
ed by voluntary subscriptions to pay the
fines thus imposed upon poor parents who
conscientiously refuse to subject their child-
ren to such an ordeal, and who (as meny
have already done) would have to endure
prison life and hard labor for & season rath-
er than, as the celebrated Sir Norman Wat-
son, M. D., says, “submit his child to the risk
of an infection so ghastly.”

The London society has established a de-
fence fund for the payment of similar fines
imposed on certain persons.

Rallway Netes. "

Railway statistics of the Dominion for the
fiscal year 1885-86 have just been issued.
They show an increase of 518 miles of lines
in operation over 1886 and a total profit of
over nine million dollars. During the year
144 persons were killed and 59 injured.

The Railway Age says; “It now seems
probable the number of miles of new road
constracted in the United States’ during
1887 will be about 12,000. This figure is the
Rreatest on record. It has never been ap-
proached except in 1882, when the total was
11,568 miles. Kansas continues to lead all
the other states ia conftruction.”
