§he Women's Volunteer Resefve
was nrgnufzed in London by Lady Lon-
donderry, and {8 recognized and sup
ported by the best people of the
Mother Country. Four corps of the
Reserve had been established in Can
ada beforo ours was organized here by
Mrs. Brown a few montas ago—at Van
couver, Edmonton, Winnipeg and
Montreal, and they are all doing &
splendid work, helping the cause of
humanity and the Empire.

Most of the members of the Wom
en's Volunteer Reserve engage In Red
Cross work. In the training for this
wea have ‘military drill; local doctors
glve us lectures; we take up signalling
and are taught sanitation and aygiene,
how to take care of injured -or sick
peopleand feed them in camp; we
bave a despatch riding unit, and we
are engaged in other activities such as
telephony—all in keeping with the
dignity and capabllity of womanaood.

The Women's Volunteer Reserve
could be an important factor in stimu
lating reeruiting for the colors, either
co-operating with or acting independ
ently of the women's military commit
tee of Fredericton,” who have been do
Ing so much good work in assisting the
military authorities in this part of tae
province.

I believe that if the women of other
