APPLICATION OF MANURE.

ADVANTAGES OB SPREADING IT ON 
THE fUHFACK OF LAND IN SUMMER

The practice of hauling manure 
ma le during the winter months from 
stables and fteding-yards directly to 
the fie1 da where it is to bo applied, 
and of spreading it over the surface 
of the ground, has now become gen­
eral. - It saves time -and insures o 
degree of cleanliness about the farm 
buildings. Farmcs have compara­
tively little to do during the winter, 
and they can haul manure ovei 
grass fields without doing any seri­
ons iujuty to the sod. Manure is 
liable to ba washed awav or ii jnrtri 
if It remains for a long Vme in heaps 
about the farm buildings. If spread 
on the surface of the soil with which 
it is to be incorporated none of it 
will be injured or lost.

It will not heat, as it generally 
will when piled in large heaps. 1 
the weather is cold enough to freeze 
it and ihc soil above which it is plac­
ed, both will remain unchanged, l< 
the frost leaves them the rain will 
carry the eo'ublc portions of the ma­
nure into tin soil. Only the coarser 
:rarts of the manure will remain 
ibove ground, and then will be biri- 
*d by the plow and will rot in the 
moist soil.

Although the practice of I anting 
out the manure made in winter ha- 
become common and meets wi-.h gen- 
sral favor, the manure that accu mu­
âtes near stab’os and in barnyards 
'eneratly remains where it is dropped 
or thrown out. Sometimes that 
made in the barnyard is thrown into 
heaps so as to insure a clean space 
for milking and the cows to lie on 
Most kinds of manure when left ii> 
neups during the summer will heal 
’o such a degree as to render it of 
very, little value. This is espec ally 
t’ueof horse dung that is thrown 
at of stables. If it is composed with 

cow dung and pond mnek or peat it 
will slowly ferment and be improved, 
dut farmers will r.ot general-y take 
lie trouble to wheel horse dung to e 

compost heap and m'x it with some 
-.distance that will prevent it from 
■leat'ng. They allow it to remain 
•ill fall when they find that it is firn- 
fanged. The ammonia it contains 
las been driven off and little remains 
mt car lion. The mass is as dry as 

chaff and is of very little va’ue as s 
fertilizer.

It is likely that as good results 
w- u d fo low hauling out manor» 
«lid spreading it on the surface o' 
and in summer as in winter. If n 
lortioo of pasture land is to bo plow 
d up next fall or the following 

spring the manure could be hau’eii 
and spread on it any time, it could 
,e app’iod to a stubble field as soon 
is the grain is cut, and to a potato 
natch as soon as the crop is harvest­
ed. Any portion of new prairie or 
meadow that produces clover or the 
cultivated grasses.* If the grass or 
ilover is lodged or broken down by 
the wind so as to make it d lllcult to 
cut and cure, the manure eou’d be 
placed above it. It wou'd insure its 
rotting and wou’d convert it into a 
valuable f.rtiiizcr. Grass and 
clover that have been broken down 
>y their weight or the w'nd are of 
very little value for stock food 
Generally they cannot be cured so 
that they will make good feeding. 
They are of m >re value for making 
manure than for anything else, and 
the sooner they are rotted the better 
" will be for the land tliay are to en­
rich.

All have noticed that the grass is 
killed in pastures where cattle and 
hors»# have dropped Iher dung. 
Most have noticed that the turf be­
comes rotted af.er a short time 
The dung excludes the light air, and 
both the roots and staiks are kdled 
as effectually as if they were buried 
by the plow. Manure spread over a 
grass plot will not become as dry as 
hat which is on the surface of bare 

ground. The grass serves to keep 
it moist. 1; pi events evaporation 
and ctuscs the grass to die out, then 
o drcay. It puls it in a cond.tion 

to be food for cultivated plants. 
When plowed late in the fa'l or the 
following spring the Turf will break 
and crumble as it is tuToed. Land - 
prepared in this wav will produce a 
large crop of p/ttioes of the finest 
quality. The soil will be rich in 
potash, which will be deposited by 
■he decay of the stalks, leaves, amt 
roots of the grass. Being loose the 
tubers will have ao excellent chance 
o expand. They will not be likely 
n be misshapen or scabby. They 

will be easy to dig and will make 
out of. the ground free from dirt. As 
the soli will be loose a large pro­
portion of the potatoes will remain 
oa the vines as they are drawn out 

Land prepared in this manner wiil 
"•e in excellent condition to produce 
pumkins, squashes, and cucumbers, 
it will be rich and wa:m. The turf 
is better rotted than that which has 
been buried „by tbs plow. Laud 
treated in this way will produce 
large crops of tomatoes, caibage, 
ea-aiitlnwer, Lima brass, and ail 
-rinds of roots. Of course ibe mi­
mic should be applied to a sufficient 

thickness to kill all the grass. If a 
armer has not dung enough to cove- 

all the land he desires, haul out 
coarse manuie—old straw acd parti­
ally-decayed stalks, aud spread 
them oa the grass, and cn them 
p'ace the droppings of cattle and 
horses. The coarse manu o will 
kill the g "as-', and the dang will 
caus- i ho covering as well as the 
grass to rot.
