Societies, like the one in Eg-
mont Bay, must soon save enough of a surplus fund on
hand to be able to lmport, for the use of its members,
reapers, mowers, and, in time, steam plougts; and all
these things, obtained in this way, while they will in-
crease and cheapen the cost of productious will not en-
tail a sacrifice upon any of those who may have contri-
buted to their purchase.
