The C.P.R. freight department has
issued an announcement to the effect
that freight from Eastern Canada. for
all western points, via lake and rail, 4
will be received on and after April
12th, subject to any delay in the time
the first boat leaves. It was expect-
ed that navigation of the Great Lakes
will be resumed between April 17th
and 20th.

A epecial stock traim service on the
C. and E. goes into effect on Monday,
April 5th, thus enabling shippers from
points south of Red Deer to reach the
Griffin Packing Plant in 20 hours, in-
stead of from 40 to 44 hours as here-
tofore. This arrangement was made
by the secretary of the United Far-
mers” Association and the Provincial
Live Stock Commissioner, acting on
behalf of the farmers, the C.P.R., the
C.N.R. and the J. Y. Griffin - Com-
pany.

Mr. Justice Stuart has handed out |
judgment in the case of Clovis’ Gir-|
oudrd and Hortense Girouard vs. the
G.T.P., giving the plaintiffs $15 dam-
ages and the costs of the action. He
held that the plans filed by the rail-|
way company did not comply with the'
provisions of the railway aet. The
claim of the plaintiffs for an injunec-
tion was dismissed on the understand-
ing that the company would file new
plans and books of reference.

$136 and. costs. H. H. Hyndman ap-
peared for the plaintiff and John Cor-
mack for the defence.

The railway was
a great “benefit’ lagt year especially to
the Bitulethic company and the gra-
vel haulers from the Huff -Grading
Co’s. yards. * This year it is expected
that there will: be a large patronage
as the result of the ‘proiessional base-
ball that will- take place.

DOGS MUST BE CHAINED.

The outbreak of rabies among the
dogs of the Red Deer district has
led to stringent measures being taken
both by the Federal and provineial
authorities’ to  prewvent the spread of
the, disease, which it is now reported
to be -under comtrol: The Dominion
Department of Agriculture has issued
an order to the effect that all dogs
must be effectively fastened by a
chain in the area bounded on the
north and east by-the Red Deer River,
on the west by a line between ranges
1 and 2 and on the south by a line
between. townships 33 and 34. If any
dogs in this area are allowed to run
at-large the owner is saubject to a fine
not to exeeed $200.

THE PRICE OF LUMBER.

The smanouncement dis made that
commencing April 3 the coast miils
put into effeckan increase on finishing
lumber-of one dollar per thousand feet
and onr other grades irom one to three
dollars. “Following this rise a like
inerease ‘is snnounced by the Winni-
peg dealers) No increase has been an-
nounced in Edmonton as yet.

WHEN WKL ICE GO OUT.

Bets have been laid as to the date
when the Saskatchewan river will be
free of ice this spring. April 10 is
the earliest and April 15th the latest
day upon which stakes have been
placed, the heaviest odds being laid on
the earlier date. .Probably the aver-
age may be found in the mneighbor-
hood of the 15th of the month. = Al-
though, with the exception of a cold
snap late in October and another one
in November, the weather continued
mild until after Christmas. there has
been steadily cold weather since the
new year. In districts along the east
flow of the Saskatchewan as well as
elsewhere.
