Lord Moms Lectm'u
on Newfoundland.

The activities of Lord Morris in
England may be very well guaged by
a report of the Lecture on Newfound-
land given' by him before. the Epsom
Literary Socjety recently, at the open-
ing of its twenty-third sessfon. After
addresses by Mr. A. F. Wootten
(Chairman = of the Committee) and
Sir Rowland HMlades, M.P., who intro-
duced - theé lecturer, and incidentally
paid a tribute to Newfoundland’s part |

in the Great War, Lord Morris, ac-

«cording to the London Herald, whose
report we reprint, addressed the gath-
ering, and at the outset spoke of how
the war brought the various parts of
ther Empire into ’closer association,
and said that, owing to - the great
Titanic struggle, they had got to know
more about each other, and they were
all interested in hearing something
about the British Empire. That even-
ing he was going to say something
about Newfoundland and the begin-
ning ‘of their Empire. -Four hundred
years ago they had no Empire, except
what these islands represented, with
a population of about four midlions.
To-day they had an Empire represent-
ing a third of the 1ortion of the whole
glohe, practically the greatest Empire
the world had ever seen, and he was
hoping that, by telling them some-
thing about the beginning of the Em-
pire, anid the- first place at which the

islands, they would be interested, and
when they went away would learn
something of the rest of the Empire,
and in that way become acquainted
with their great inheritance. ¥Fas-
cinating as any romance -was . the
story of the early settlement of New-
foundland, and its share in Empire-
making. The lessons of Empire were
lsarn:d on the shores of Newfound-
land. This was the nursery of the

the American' Republic,. the Canadian
Dominion, the Australian Common-
wealth, the South African Confeder-
acy, as well as the lesser colonies,
where the civilizing genius of the
Anglo-Saxon race, found an outlet for
its energies.. The discovery and de-
velopment of Newfoundland was de-
scribed in a clear . and

surprising as it might seem, the nun-
gery of the American nation was the
English fishery in Newfoundland.
Fully a hundrad years before the Pil-
grim Fathers landed on. Plymouth
‘Rock, Newfoundland was the resort of
the West Country: fishermen. The
English flag, hoisted 325 years ago,
had never been lowered, for, despite
all -the vicissitudes of fertune since,
the English never lost hold of the is-
land, and its annexdtion was an im-
petus to the colonization over seas
which had seehh the same flag unfurl-
ed in every quarter of the globe. 'Lord
Bacon proclaimed that the Newfound-
land fisheries were more valuable
than all th® mines in Peru. Speaking
of the rivalry in the old days between
BEngland and  France for possession,
Lord Morris said that by the Treaty
of Utrecht, in 1713, the French
abandoned the whole of the island to
England. Repeatedly afterwards the
French arrived for its conquest, until
Wolfe’s ‘victory at -Quebec, which
forced the French to abandon the
whole of North America, The French
gecured fishery- rights on the- west
coast, but those were extinguished 15
years ago. In 1825 the first resident
GoVYernor was appointed, and as re-
cently as 1789 houses erected in St.
John’s without lcense were burnt
down by order of the magistrate, and
not/until 1820 was the last of the
penal enactments repealed.  Lord
Salisbury described the island asthe
sport of historic misfortune, and, so
long as Newfoundland was regarded
merely as a fishing station, her rights
were habitually ignored.” A full
measure of responsible . government
was not granted until 1858. Figures
and other facts, showing the great
progress Newfoundland .is now mak-
ing in industries, were given by Lord
Morris, who also stated that the idea
that Newfoundiand - was -somewhat
near the North Pole, and that it was a
