It was only 
the proprieties of the case which in­
duced the Government to advise him 
to postpone his trip till after the el­
ection. He hoped the invitation would 
he renewed when the elections were 
over so that the people might have an 
early opportunity of seeing the future 
King. He knew the Prince was anx­
ious to come.
