HAVE THE LAKES TIDES?

EXTRAORDINARY FALLING OF THE WA~
TERS OF LAKE MICHIGAN.

The Detroit Firee Press says: “ The
water in Lake Michigan is said to be five
inches lower than has been known before
for eighteen years, and thirty-six inches
lower than it was six years ago.
