Exensive Preparations have Been 
Made for Visit

London, Jan. 17.—The associated 
Press learns that the exchange of cer­
tain definite proposals between the 
United States and Great Britain for the 
purpose of clearing up the outstand 
ing differences between United States 
and Canada, have reached a rather ad­
vanced stage, so that well informed 
circles not only hope but believe that 
the approaching meeting between Sec­
retary Root and Earl Grey governor 
General of Canada at Ottawa will 
result In arranging some if not all 
the long pending controversies.

Although the visit is officially de­
scribed as private, no secret is made 
in governmental quarters that a real 
political outcome is expected as the 
visit follbws exchanges which have 
been going on between Washington, 
London and Ottawa. Secretary 
Root first formulated a detailed 
plan of adjustment, which upon its re­
ceipt he forwarded to Ottawa the lat- 
ters reply, having only recently been 
received.

A high colonial official said to the 
Associated Press today : We know
now that both sides desire to “clear 
ip the slate" use Mr. Root's own phrase 
in one of his communications. And we 
have reason to believe that this will at 
least be partially accomplished before 
the assembling of the Colonial confer-
eI1In April Mr. Root’s plan for setting 
the questions between the United 
States and Great Britain was brought 
to England by Sir Mortimer Durand 
last May, since, when no time has been 
lost In working towards a final adjust­
ment. After Mr. Root s plan had been 
referred by the foreign office to the 
colonial office, the whole question was 
submitted to Canada, as it was felt 
that the latter must Indicate the lines 
of an acceptance or assent. The gov­
ernment made certain suggestions but 
did not seek to lay down the law to 
the Laurier government which was con 
sidered to be best able to judge. In 
due course Canda’s reply was received 
disclosing a real desire to reach an ag- 
greement as wished for by Secretary 
Root, but Canada wants not so much, 
monetary compensation for waiving 
any interests as a national quid pro 
quo for any thing she may have to 
give up. The questions to be settled 
include Pelagic sealing, the lake fish­
eries, the Canada sea fisheries the di­
version of the water power, from the 
St. Lawrence, and the division from 
the boundary rivers.

These and other questions are not or 
first class importance but they may be­
come so at any moment, and reason­
able drudence requires their adjust­
ment. The matters to be discussed al­
so include a number of individual 
claims which the executive branch ap­
proves, but which Congress left un­
paid. Regarding the most important 
question the one relative to pelagic 
sealing the proposal of the United 
united states tend to an arrangement 
by which Canada shall have a share 
in the catch In the Prtbylof Islands in 
which at present she has no share 
providing pelagic sealing is discon­
tinued."

The Chisholm Block Completely 
Destroyed on Monday Night

Edmonton, San. 16—The most 
disastrous fire in the history of the 
city occurred last night by which 
the Chisholm block, on thé corner 
of Jasper and Fourth street, was 
totally destroyed. Today the outer 
walls alone are standing. The floors 
cross walls and roof have fallen in. 
The fire is still smouldering in the 
mass of debris precipitated into the 
basement and sending forth lots of 
steam and smoke quickly condensed 
into hazy cumbrous masses in the 
clear cold vapor. The firemen made 
a brave' and furtile struggle, which 
was rendered all the more difficult 
by the intensely cold w?ather. Sev­
eral firemen have suffered from frost. 
The flames were kept confined to 
the building.

The Chisholm block was one of the 
first brick structures erected in the 
city. It was occupied by William­
son Bros., produce merchants, and 
by Oscar Brown, wholesale fruit 
merchant. The second and third 
floors were occupied by several 
suits of living rooms and afforded 
accommodation to some forty resi­
dents. Very little of the furniture 
or household effects of the resi­
dents was saved, and several have 
lost their entire wardrobes and fur­
niture. Mr. Chisholm, the owner of 
the block, lost all his papers'. Mr. 
Brown succeeded in rescuing his of­
fice desk.

The loss on the building is thirty 
thousand dollars, covered by $1,- 
800 insurance. Messrs. Williamson 
value their1 stock at $8,000, covered 
by $2,500 insurance. Mr. O. Brown’# 
stock is put at $7,000 covered by 
$3,500 insurance. The losses of the 
residents cannot be computed. Mr. 
McPherson, manager of the Journal 
lost all his household effects. Mr. 
Kelly and Mr. Goldsmith, of the 
Hudsons Bay Co., are also heavy 
losers. Joe Duhamel and O. E.

Stevenson lived in the block and 
have lost everything.

The cause of the fire is unknown. 
The alarm was given about eight 

o’clock.
