BERLIN, July 30. —Princess Bismarck has

Most of them took the
first train that would carry them over the
trontier,

Soidiers Sunstruck.

BerLIN, July 30.—Although tropical
beat prevails throughout the Empire, the
summer military drills have be carried on
according to programme. The troops have
suffered intensgely. Fifteen soldiers have
died of sunstroke at the garrison maneuvers
around Baiuet(zen, Kauttau and Leising.

Fatal Fal! From a Horse.

Viexxa, July 30.—Archduke William
II1., son of the late Archduke Charles, and
a second cousin of Emperor Francis Jeseph,
met with an accident yvesterday that re-
sulted in his death. He was riding at
Weikersdorf, near Baden, wnen his horse
shied, being frightened by a passing electric
car., The Arcnduke was thrown out of the
saddle and in faliing his head struck a
stone. One of his feet became entangled in
a stirrup and, the horse running; be was
dragged some distance before the animail
was stopped.

The Archduke, who was unconscious,
was carried into a nearby rescanrant and
medical aid was summoned at oncs. The
phbysicians found that he wassuftering from
concussion of the brain and gave orders for
his removal to his own vilia. Shortlv after
he had beeun placed in bed at the villa he
recovered consciousness and hopes were
antertained of his recovery. He soon re-
lapsed, however, and shortly afterward
died.

China vs. Japan.

Pex1¥, July 30.—The following cflicial
vergion of the recent engagement between
the Chinese and Japanese fleet has been
issned by the Government: The collision
between the Chinese and Japanese ships
occurred in the Prince Jerome Gulf in the
mlet on which Ashan is situated. The
Japanese attacked the Chinese vessels,
which were escorting the second and
smaller division of troops diepatched from
Taku to reinforce the Chinese army at
Ashan, The Japanese opened fire on the
hinese, having orders mnot to fire
unless attacked or if the Ilanding
of :the Chinese troops was oppozed,
The result of the action was that one
Japanage ironelad was disabied by the
Chinese battleship Chen Yuen.

The Kow Shiug, which was sunk by the
Japanese, was a chartered transport flying
the British flag. No news has been re-
ceived here of the loss of the Chinese war-
ship lsao Kiang, said to have been
captured by the Japanese. The Chinese
and Japanese Ministers remain at their
posts.

It is reported that two ‘German passen-
gers on the Kow Shing jumped over-
bourd and swam to the Japanese warship
and asked to be taken on board.
Though they declared themselves non-
combatants their appeal was refused and
they were shot by the Japanese marines.

The French warehip Lion saved a few
Chinese who were struggling in the water
after the Kow Shing sank.

The report that a large Chinese army has
crossed the northern frontier of Corea and
is marching down the peninsula is con-
firmed. Itisreported that Japsnese eruis-
ers have sunk several Chinese steamers at
Takuand captured a number of others.

Lospox, daly 30.—In the House of Com-
mons today, Sir Edward Grey, Under
Foreign Secretary, said that the Govern-
mant had not offered to mediate between
China and Japan, except in the wey of
preferring friendly advice to the digputants
in concert with other powers. It was
hoped that these oflices would iead to the
maintenance of peace. The Government,
he said, was not yet in reeeipt of informa-
tion as to a declaration of war between
China and Japan, nor bad they any direect
news that there had been an enceunter be-
tween the warships of the two nations.

The absence of official news from Great
Britain’s representatives in Pekin and
Tokio has caused much complaint in the
House of Commons. The Foreign Qffice
therefore telegraphed orders this aftera
noon to the Britizsh consuls and ministers in
China and Japan that they must send more
comprehensive dfspatches o nd not permit
tho Chinese or Japanese cfiicials to delay
forwarding them. Sir H. Macartney, Sczc.
retary of the Chinese Legation, made
» long eall at the Foreign Office today,
He wtill urges necgetiaticons tor peace.
The Foreign Office received important dis-
patches late this cvening ifrom Britich
reprosentatives in China. No definite
statement was made, however, concerning
the declaration of war.

Sir Edward Gray, in the House of Com-
mons today, said that as long as war was
not declared the bope of a setilement re-
mained.
ment had taken the view that it was
desirable to maintain peace in the general
interests, Russ:sia and the other powers
had fully agreed with this view, and all had
cxerted themselves to persuade the Jap-
anese and Chinese Governments not to re-
sort to arms.

The Steamer Pathfinder Sinks a
Small Schooner.

Four Lives Probably Lost by the Acel-
dent — A Young Man Drowned at
Ottawa—Drowning Disaster
at Peterboro,

Detrorr, July 30.—The whaleback
steamer Pathfinder ran down a small
schooner, thought to be the Glad Tidings,
on Detroit River yesterday. It is believed
that a crew of four on the wrecked boat
were drowned. Nothing was seen of the
small boat after the collision, and she is
believed to have sunk imme liately.

Ozrawa, July 30.—Hugh MeDonald, a
clerk, 23 vears old, was drowned yester-
day in the Ottawa while bathing.

PerERBORO, July 30.—About 11:30
o’clock on Saiurday night, Richard Shee-
hey, an old and respected citizen, mistook
his way home and fell off the trestle work
in front of the Canoe Club boathouse into
the water below and was drowned.

QueBec, July 30.—Three lads, named
Vadeboncoeur, Verrette and Guilmette,
aged about 12 years, were drowned at
Three Rivers, Que., while bathing in the
St. Maurice River. Their bodies were
recovered.

WENT UP IN SMOKE.

Disastrous Fires in Listowe!, Mount

Listower, July 30.—About 5 o’clock this
afternoor fire broke out in A. Moyer’s
grain elevator, which was totally destroyed,
together with a large amount of wheat and
oats.

The building contained over 100 tons of
hay, 25 head of fat cattle, six hogs, cone
driving horse, a steam thresher and a loi
of farm implements, all of which were
burned. The estimated loss is over $7,000.

MAREDALE, Ont., July 30.—TFor the
second time in a week Armstrong Bros.’

caught fire Saturday night. All the
machinery, buildings and 10,000 ifeet of
oak timber went up in flames. The loss to
Armstrong Bros. will be about $10,000,
with enly $2,500 insurance. Thirty men
are out of employment.

OMAHA, Feb., July 30.—Fire at Clarks,
Neb., today destroved the business part of
the town. Loss, $30,000.

Mixyxraroris, Minn., July 30.—Twenty
acres of lJumber piles, containing about
25,000,000 feet of lumber, belomging te
the Shevlin-Carpenter Lumber Company,
within a quarter of a mile of the center of
the city, were burned this afternonn, Loss

Darvas, Tex., July 30.—Mayo College,
at Cooper, Delta county, was destrayed by
fire this morning.

PETLADELPHIA, July 30.—The thermome-
ter yesterday registered 96 degrees and the
humidity was 87 degrees, or 2 degrees
higher than yesterday. Three deaths and
eleven prostrations are the result.

New Yorx, July 30.—Total cases of
gunstroke yesterday were: Michael New-
ell, 32 years old; Thomas Spencer, 39; John
Toomey, 50.

An unknown man was prostrated in
Brookiyn and died before the ambulance
could be summoned. Mary Shensted, 3
months old, died at her home from the
effects of the heat.

Henry D. Holzwartz, 67 years of age,
died atv his residence from the efiects of
heat prostration.

AFTER THE STRIKE.

Railways Rerume and Business Brisk—
Perk Butchers Kick.

Cuicaco, 1L, July 30.—Freight traffic
on the roads has completely recovered from
the effects of the strike. Last week ship-
ments were as heavy as the weekly average
before the strike began, amounting to
47,256 tons against 29,148 tons for the
previeus week, and 49,881 tons for the
corresponding week last year.

The Chicago steel mills, which were
closed during the strike, started up today
with 2,500 men.

About 100 striksrs returned to work in
the Nickle Plate car shops at Ninty-third
street and Jeflerson avenue this m:)rning.

The Chicago and Eastern Iilinois Raii-
way strikers are clamoring to resume their
old positious, and they will be taken bsck
as far as possible.  Work is being resumed
in ali raiiroad shops, and by the end of the
weelk thelastevidence of thestrike willhave
disappeared.
