Osgoode Hall, Toronto, on Saturday, 
to the effect that the trial of Gerald 
Sifton will not go on at the assizes, 
which open on Monday next before 
Chief Justice W. G. Falconbridge. Ef­
forts to trace the rumor to its source 
proved fruitless. The local defense say | 
they certainly are anxious to have the 
trial proceed, as they are confident of 
acquittal for Sifton. The local crown 
authorities say they have heard noth­
ing of the rumor and say that if any 
move toward a postponement has been 
made by the crown, it must have been 
made by Mr. W. R. Riddell, the crown 
prosecutor. The rumor recalls the ef­
forts made, evidently on behalf of the 
crown, to have the trial of the cele­
brated will case postponed at the win­
ter assizes in 1901.

The defense say they will call fully 
as many lay witnesses as at the trial 
last Septemper. The crown and the de­
fense are seeking to agree as to the 
number of medical witnesses to be call­
ed, but nothing has as yet been de­
cided. The defense says that the dis­
carding of expert evidence by Judge 
McMahon will not necessarily mean 
that none will be called at the present 
trial. They argue that Chief Justice 
Falconbridge may not look upon it in 
the same light as his predecessor, and 
that the testimony must have a certain 
effect upon the jury, even in spite of 
the judge’s injunction to throw it aside 
in considering the case.

The trial will probably be proceeded 
with on Tuesday, the day after the 
opening of the assizes, in order to keep 
down the heavy expenses to whicli 
both sides are subject. The trial is 
not expected tc take up quite as much 
time as the first trial did—ten days. 
It is quite probable the Graham-Kil­
bourne murder case will be called im­
mediately after the close of the Sifton 
case. There will be little other crimin­
al business.

Only two civil cases have been en­
tered so far for the assizes, but the 
legal fraternity have till Thursday 
night to enter them. It is expected the 
civil docket will be light.

homely examples, it has often hap­
pened that the eggs of hens in Florida 
were pervaded by a strangely bitter 
taste which the owners of the fowls 
were quite unable to account for, and 
it has taken a long investigation to 
learn that this taste came from the 
fact that the hens were eating orange 
seeds. When they were prevented from 
consuming this food, the taste of the 
eggs became normal.

In bygone years—and very likely to 
the present day—near some of the sal­
mon rivers of the northwest coast, 
hens’ eggs during a part of the salmon 
run were uneatable, for the reason 
that the chickens fed so freely on dead 
salmon thrown out of the streams that 
eggs and flesh alike became tainted. 
It is also a notorious fact that on por­
tions of the coast and on certain 
streams in the northwest hogs cannot 
be killed during the salmon run be­
cause their flesh is too fishy to be 
eaten. The flesh of bears at certain 
points on the same coast is reported 
to be so fishy at the close of the sal­
mon run that even the natives will not 
eat it. On the other hand, years ago 
there used to be special brands of hams 
sold in Cincinnati whicli purported to 
be of rare excellence because the hogs 
from which they were taken had fed 
on chestnuts or other mast.
