British Rights in the Russian Territory.

The treaty of 1825 between Great
Britain and Russia defined the line of
demarcation between the American
territories of the two powers, and con~
ferred certain rights upon British
subjects in respect to the Rassian
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subjects are forever guaranteed the free
navigation of the streams thatflow
into the ocean through the thirty.
mile strip from 5440 to 60. This
right, therefore, the Russian Govern-
ment could not have abrogated by the
treaty it has recently made with the
United States ceding the territory :

Art. 3—Commencing with the soutbern- |
most point of the island called Prince of
Wales’ Inland, which point lies in the parals
lel of 54° 40 north latitude, and between
the 13lst and the 133d degrees of west
longitude (meridian of Greenwich) the said
line shal]l ascend to the north along the
channel edlled Portland cbannel, as far as the
point of the continent where it strikes the
56th degree of morth latitude. From this
last mentioned point the line of demareation
shall follow ‘he summit of the mouatains
situated parallel to the coast as far as the

west longitude (of the same meridian); and
finally, from the said point of interjection,
the said meridian ot 141 degrees, in its pro-
longation as far as the Frozen ocean, shall
form ' the limit between the Russian and
British possessions on the continent of
America to the northwest,

“ Arts 4= With reference to the line of de-
marcation laid down in the preceding article
1t is understood—* 1st. That the Island called
Prince of Wales’ Island shall belong wholly
to Russia. 2nd. That wherever the summit
of the mountains which extend in a direction
parallel to the coast from the 56th degree of
north latitute to the point of intersection of
the 14lst degree of west longitude shall
prove to be at the distance of more than 10
marine leagues from the coast, the limit
between the British possessions and the line
of coast which is to belong to Russia, as be-
fore mentioned, shall be formed by & line
parallel to, the windings of the coast, and
which shall never exceed the distance of 10
marine leagues therefrom.

* Art. 6—It is understood that the subjects
of his Britannic Majesty, from whatever
quarter they may arriwe, whether from the
ocean or the interior of the continent, shall
Jor ever enjoy the right of navigating freely
and without any hindrance whalever, all the
rivers and sireams which, in their course
towards the Pacific ocean, may cross the
line of coast described in Art. 8 of the press
ent convention.”
