OGILVIE GAVE FAIR WARNING.

New York, July 21.—A dispatch from
Ottawa says: William' Ogilvie, chief of
the Canadian international boundary
survey, has et all doubts at rest as re-
gards the Canadian posts by reporting
that the observations of the American
and Canadian parties as to the bound-
ary differed only a few feet, six feet at
Forty-mile and the .same at Cudahy.
Since then nothing has been heard of
the alleged grab, Ogilvie stayed in the
country last winter, and busied himeelf
in staking off ¢laime for miners in the
newly discovered placer grounds, the
latter being well in Canada, ‘and
the rivers and creeks flowing into the
Yukon from the east, namely Bonanza,
Boulder, Eldorads, Klondyke and Stew-
art. Of themounted police who formed the
firat detachment’ not one re-enlisted
upomn the expiration of their terms this
spring. It was not expected that men
would continue to work for the govern-
ment at $1 a day when wages all around
them were $ 0 and $15. Five of the re-
turned policemen are reported to have
brought back $200,000 ‘as the result of
their work in their share of the mines.

Ogilvie was ordered to return to Ot-
tawa last fall, but instead he determined
to remain in the country and forward a
full report to the government of-his do-
ings, from which the following are ex-
tracts:

‘¢ Starting from here, say December 1,
it would be February before I reached
Ottawa, and during the thirty-seyen or
forty days of this time I would be ex-
posed to much eold and hardship and
some hazard from storms. The journey
bas been made, and I would not hesitate
to undertake it were things more season-
able here and dog food plenty, but it
would take at least $1,000 to equip us
with transport and outfit, which sum I
think I can expend more in the inter-
est of the country by remaining here.

*“The Clondyke, a mispronunciation
of the Indian words Troan-Auick, which
means plenty of fish, from the fact that
it is a famous salmon stream, is marked
Klondike on our maps. It joins the Yu-
kon a few miles above the site of Fort
Reliance,fifty miles above here. The dis-
covery of gold in this stream, I believe,
was due to the reports of Indians. A
white man named George Cormack, who
worked with men in 1887, was first to take
advantage of the rumor, and located a
claim in the first branch, which was
named by the miners Bonanza creek. Cor-
mack reached his claim in August,but he
had to locate some Jogs and get provi-

sions to enable him to begin work on
his claim.. He returned with a' few
weeks’ provisions for himself, wife and
brother-in-law (Indian), in the last of
August, and set about working his claim.

** The gravel itself he had to carry ina
box on his back from 30 to 100 feet. Not-
withstanding this, the three men work-
ed very irregularly, washed out $14,200
in eight days, and Cormack asserts that
had he had proper facilities he could
have done it in two days.

*A branch of the Bonanza, named

Eldorado, has prospected magnificently,

and another branch, Tilly creek, has

prospected well. There are about 170

claims staked in the main creek, and the

brancheq are good for as many more,
aggregating some 350 claims, some of
which will require over a thousand
men to work properly.

CANADA EASY-GOING.

. WasmNgTON, July 21.—Information
has reached Washington to the effe t
that the Canadian authorities have un-
der consideration taking steps-to pro-
hibit any but_British subjects irom
working in the Eldorado of North Am-
erica. As the Klondyke mines are with-
out doubt in Canadian territory, it is
said at the state department that the
Dominion authorities have the right' to
prohibit the entrance of foreigners if it
shonld consider this desirable. The de-
partment officials believe, however, that
the Canadians will refrain- from taking
any steps of this character, as British
subjects have been allowed to mine in
Alagkan territory, and besides great
difficulty would be experienced dis-
tinguishing between Canadians and
Americans.

American miners who have written to
the department have been informed that
a treaty is now pending between the
United States and Great Britain for de-
termination of the Alaskan boundary,
and when confirmed by the Senate, sur-
veying parties of the United States and
Great Britain acting jointly will erect
monuments a short distance apart which
will define the boundary line.

COVETING THE GOLD

ToroNTO, July 21.—The Globe says of
the Yukon: Wealth such as this is
national wealth, and the nation should
get some advantage from its exploration.
At present there is a fee of $5 for each
glaim located. It is evident that thisis
inadequate, and a system of royalties
would undoubtedly best cover the case.
Customs arrangemeénts should also ba
made as perfect as possible. The diffi-
culty of accomplishing all this in a re-
gion so remote and so inaccessible is
quite apparent, and no one expects that
time and space can be annihilated. A
- word of warning is also necessary. Therb
is not 8o much likelihood thata Klon-
dyke craze can be produced at this dis-
tance from the scene as has evidently
taken hold of the dwellers on the Pa-
cific coast. Neyverthelees, it is just
worth pointing out that a man
who goes to that country without
the means of keeping himsell for a long
period courts destruction. He cannot
come back whenever he likes. He is
apt to be tied up over winter in a place
where mere necessaries of life sell at
fabulous prices. The present position
of things makes it essential that the
gold-seeker should be a capitalist in a
small way before he attempts to face the
privations of the Arctic region.

SEATTLE, July 22.—The Klondyke is
to have that indispensable adjunct of
civilization, a newspaper. It will be a
weekly, published at Dawson City by J.
W. Scott, a practical printer, and Jack
Carr, an all-round rustler. ‘‘ The Yukon
Nugget ”* is to be'the title of the publica-
tioa. It will be issued in pamphlet
form, on thin but tough paper.
